Some Meforshim note that Efron spoke to Avrohom
with great reverence, because he thought that by flattering
him he would be more inclined to pay the exorbitant sum
that he would ask for the Me'aras Hamachpeila.

The Chovas Halevavos relates a story about a
righteous man who went to purchase a certain item. When
the merchant recognized him he said, “Because of your
righteousness, I'll sell it to you at a special price.”

Replied the Tzaddik, “I have come to purchase the
item with my money; not with my piety ...”

“I will not eat until I have spoken my words ...”

Why did Eliezer refuse to eat until after saying his
piece?

A story is told about the Dubner Maggid who chanced
upon an inn whose owner had prepared a feast in honor of
the engagement of his daughter.

After the meal was over, a quarrel broke out between
the innkeeper, who was known for his miserliness, and his
Mechutan. The innkeeper insisted that the Mechutan pay
for his share of the meal, since the engagement took place
at the end of the meal and therefore they were not
Mechutanim during the meal.

Upon hearing this, the Dubner Maggid said that he
now understands why Eliezer refused to eat until he spoke
his piece: He was afraid that Lovon and Besuel would
charge him for the meal since it took place before they
agreed to the marriage ...

“And when the servant of Avrohom heard ...”

Why is Eliezer not mentioned by name throughout the
Parsha that describes his fateful mission and the faithful
manner in which he carried it out? Why is he only referred
to as “the servant” or “the servant of Avrohom”?

Hagaon Rav Yechezkel Levenstein, Z'T'L', explained
that in truth there is no more honored title than “the servant
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of Avrohom”, because the greatest merit that Eliezer had
was that he was the servant of Avrohom.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L.’Ma’aseh)

If a Shadchan suggested to Reuvein the daughter of
Shimon, and after meeting her he felt that she was not
suitable for him, but suggested her for his friend Leivi, if
the Shidduch goes through - who is entitled to the
Shadchanus: the original Shadchan, Reuvein, or both of
them?

The Sefer Mishpatei HaTorah (II: p. 161) writes that
only Reuvein is entitled to Shadchanus, since Shadchanus
only goes to someone who was directly involved with one
or both of the sides,

14) If Lovon was an idol worshipper, how did he allow his
sister and daughters to marry Yitzchok and Yaakov
who completely rejected idolatry?

15) How were Lovon's Terafim involved with the
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Shidduch of Yitzchok and Rivka?
16) Who married three women - one who was from Sheim,
one from Chom and one from Yefes?

ANSWERS

1) According to the Targum Yonoson (24:31), Lovon
mistook Eliezer for Avrohom. [This could be because,
according to the Midrash, Eliezer resembled
Avrohom.]

2) Eliezer merited entering Gan Eiden while he was alive
(Da'as Zekeinim 24:39).

3) If a Minyon of people did not recite Ashrei [or some
other Mizmor], it is not permitted to recite Chatzi
Kaddish before Mincha (Rama Orach Chaim 234:1,
Mishna Berura 5).

4) Avrohom did not bless Yitzchok before he died
because he did not wish to arouse the envy of
Yishmael who was not worthy of a Bracha (Targum
Yonoson 25:11).

5) Eliezer merited K'fitzas Haderech twice - once when
he went to Aram Naharayim, and once when he
returned with Rivka (ibid. 24:61).

6) Terach died two years before Sara (Seder Olam Rabba
1).

7) Tzova, the father of Aram (Seder Hadoros 2075).

8) Lovon and 70w (ibid.).

9) 140 (ibid. 2068).

10) An intestinal ailment - o»v» *711 (Bereishis Rabba
62:2).

11) After the Akeida, he was taken by the Malachim to
Gan Eiden for two years (Panei'ach Raza 23:2). Thus,
he was in Gan Eiden at the time of Sara's funeral and
burial.

12) According to the Yalkut Reuveini (cited by the Chida
in Chomas Anoch, Parshas Chayei Sara, letter Zayin),
the Malachim reburied Moshe and Tziporah in
Me'aras Hamachpeila.

13) The 400 chapters of Avrohom's Mesichta Avoda Zoro
(see Avoda Zoro 14b), which corresponded to the 400
square Parsa'os of Eretz Cana'an which were filled
with idols. The Rokeiach (23:15) notes that the
Gematria of 2pw nixm ¥23x equals 0°p75 NIRH YIIX.

14) The Moshav Zekeinim (24:50) writes that Lovon
believed in Hashem, but used his Terafim only for
prognostication [predicting the future] purposes.

15) When Lovon and Besu'el told Eliezer: 792117 xx> /i
(2:79), it was based on what they heard from the
Terafim (Moshav Zekeinim).

16) Avrohom married three women — each from a different
son of Noach. According to the Moshav Zekeinim
(25:1), Ketura was not Hagar. Ketura was from Chom,
Hagar was from Yefes, and Sara was from Sheim.
