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“And Hashem appeared to him ... and said ... ‘Do not
be afraid, for 1 am with you, and | will bless you and
increase your descendants in the merit of Avrohom, My
servant.””’

Wasn't Yitzchok worthy of the blessings on his own
merits; why did Hashem promise him the Brachos in
Avrohom's merit?

The Moshav Zekeinim from the Ba'alei Tosafos
derives an important lesson from this: If a person is
righteous and observes the Torah and commands his
children to do so - then after he dies, he is given credit for
all the Mitzvos that his children fulfill. [This does not
detract from the children's own reward which they receive
for observing the Torah]. It is for this reason that Hashem
said that He would bless Yitzchok in the merit of Avrohom
- since all of the Mitzvos that Yitzchok performed were
based on the instructions and guidance of Avrohom, it was
considered as though Avrohom himself was continuing to
perform them ...

Hagaon Rav Moshe Sternbauch, shlita, notes that we
can deduce from this how great the merit is of parents who
educate their children properly - for even after they leave
this world, they are rewarded for the Mitzvos of their
children.

“The voice is the voice of Yaakov, but the hands are
the hands of Eisov.”

The Dubner Maggid, Z'T'L', observed that
unfortunately there are people whose voices are those of
Yaakov - through Torah study and prayer - but nevertheless
possess the hands of Eisov, and they do not give their
rightful share of charity.

“[All of this] because Avrohom obeyed My voice and
kept My charge, My commandments and My laws.”

Chazal deduce from this that Avrohom observed the
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entire Torah even before it was given to Klal Yisroel. How
did he know it? He learned it on his own.

How was it possible to know the Torah before it was
given?

The Alter of Slabodka, Z'T'L', explains that since
Chazal say that Hashem “looked in the Torah and created
the world”, the Torah is the blueprint for the world.
Therefore, by examining the Creation carefully, he was
able to deduce the corresponding parts of the Torah.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

The Rema (O.C. 225:2) based on the Midrash Rabba
on this week's Sidra writes that when a boy becomes a Bar
Mitzva, his father recites 777 Y0 Wwnyn 1905w 2”7,

If the father can not be with his son when the son
becomes a Bar Mitzva, can the father still recite the
Bracha?

The Teshuvos Naharei Afarsemon (II 48:2) rules that
he can, the same way that he can perform a Pidyon Haben
(according to the Pis'chei Teshuva, Y.D. 305:21, in the
name of the Chasam Sofer) even if he is not with his son.

The Teshuvos Yad Yitzchok (II1:303) writes that he
cannot, since the Bracha concludes: 7111 YW 1w1yn” - which
implies that the son is present. Additionally, the recitation
of the Bracha is meant to inspire the Bar Mitzva Bochur
about his new responsibilities.

11) Rivka told Yaakov that it was told to her through a
prophecy that he would not be cursed (Targum
Onkelus 27:13). When did she hear this prophecy?

12) Which person in this week's Parsha smelled like
Ketores?

ANSWERS

1) According to the Targum Yonoson (27:31), when
Eisov went hunting before he was to receive the
Brachos, a Mal'ach released any animal that he
trapped. In desperation he Killed and cooked his dog
and brought it to Yitzchok.

2) After Eisov realized that he had lost the Brachos to
Yaakov, he planned on asking his uncle Yishmoel to
kill Yitzchok, after which he would kill Yishmoel and
Yaakov (Yalkut Shimoni Tehillim 14).

3) A person who is blind in one eye may serve as a judge
(Choshen Mishpat 7:2).

4) Yitzchok gave the Brachos to Yaakov on Pesach (see
Targum Yonoson 27:1).

5) The food that Eisov brought Yitzchok smelled like
something burned in Gehinom (ibid. 27:33).

6) According to the Seder Hadoros (2123), Avrohom
died in Teives [the first letters of the words: 1apn”
733w 72°wa when reversed spell Teives]. It would
appear that this view is at odds with the Gemorah
(Rosh Hashana 11a) that states that the Avos were
born in Tishrei. Presumably, if they were born in
Tishrei then they also died in Tishrei.

7) The Mateh Moshe (304) quotes Ben Dinai who said
that Yaakov’s Bracha was “from the dew of the
heavens and the fats of the land,” while Eisov’s Bracha
was “you shall live by your sword”. Therefore, before
reciting the Bracha on the land - 7131 yaxa %y~ in
Birkas Hamazone, we cover the knives (see Orach
Chaim 180:5).

8) Since Eisov is compared to a Chazir (see Tehillim
80:14), and the only sign of purity on a Chazir is its
hoof, Yaakov held onto the bottom of Eisov's foot
(Moshav Zekeinim 25:26).

9) The Bigdei Chamudos of Eisov that Yaakov wore were
Bigdei Kehuna (see Yerushalmi Megilla 1:11, and
Pnei Moshe).

10) The Ba'al Haturim (25:30) notes that the first letters of
: 71m X1 wowoa~ spell 'Haman' which teaches us that
just as Yaakov purchased the Bechora from Eisov with
bread and lentils, so too, Mordechai bought Haman as
a slave with a loaf of bread (see Megilla 15b and
Panei'ach Raza).

11) When she heard the prophecy of "and the older one
shall serve the younger one" (25:23, see Panei'ach
Raza).

12) Yaakov, when he came to Yitzchok to receive the
Brachos (Targum Yonoson 27:27).
