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“And Yaakov awoke from his sleep ...”

The Midrash interprets the word Mishnaso [“from his
sleep] as though it were written Mi'mishnaso [“from his
study™].

The Nachalas Dovid explains that if the Torah merely
wished to tell us that Yaakov awoke, it could have said,
Vayiketz Yaakov just as it said, concerning Paroh: Vayiketz
Paroh. However, the Torah intended on explaining to us
what zechus Yaakov had through which he merited
meeting the Shechina in his dream. The answer is, because
he was studying Torah at night, and Chazal tell us (end of
Tomid): If one studies Torah at night, the Shechina is in
front of him.

(22:119) 772 WYX WY °? 1NN WK 9317
“And all that You give to me, I will tithe to You.”
The Hafla'ah notes that the only true wealth of a
person is that which he gives to charity - for the merit of
that money stays with him forever. According to this, we
can interpret the verse homiletically: “All of that You give
me” - all my wealth which is truly mine is that wealth
which “I will tithe to You” and give to Tzedaka.

(R9:9) 7mIRm % 1nn ’Y”
“['Yaakov told Lovon:] Do not give me anything ...”
The Alter of Novardik, Hagaon Rav Yosef Yozel
Horowitz, Z'T'L", explained that Yaakov did not want to
assure himself a steady livelihood, for he felt that this
would demonstrate a lack of faith that Hashem would give
him sustenance each day. Rather, he wanted to place his
complete faith in Hashem, and support himself with the
sheep that would be born ...

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)
Can a child below the age of Bar Mitzva recite Birkas
Hagomeil?
The Teshuvos Maharam Mintz (14, cited by the
Mogein Avrohom 219) rules that a child who is saved from
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atragedy does not recite Hagomeil since the word '@>a>°n%’
['to those who are guilty™] does not apply to him.

The Mor U'ketzia (O.C. 219) rules that the child can
recite Hagomeil, and the word '@°2»n%’ is a general term
not referring specifically to him.

The Chida in Machzik Bracha rules that the father
should recite the Bracha.

The Mishna Berura (O.C. 219:3) writes that a child
does not recite Hagomeil even for Chinuch reasons, and the
father does not say it for him. The Sheivet Haleivi (III,
163:3) concurs with this.

ANSWERS

Some people have a custom of placing a stone under

their heads when they sleep on Tisha B'Av to

commemorate what Yaakov did when he had the
dream in which he foresaw the destruction of the Beis

Hamikdash (Rama Orach Chaim 555:2).

Of all the Shevatim, Levi lived the longest [137 years]

and Yoseif lived the shortest [110 years] (Yalkut

Shimoni Shemos 1).

According to Rabbi Yehuda (Yalkut Shimoni

Bereishis 31), Rochel died before Leah because she

spoke before her older sister (see Bereishis 31:14).

Before Yaakov came to Charan, a plague killed most

of Lovon's sheep so that even a girl - Rochel - was able

to watch the remaining ones (Pirkei D'Rebbi Eliezer

32).

Yaakov used one arm to remove the stone from the

well (Targum Yonoson 29:10).

A well (Pirkei D’Rebbi Eliezer 35).

Luz (Sota 46b; Bereishis 28:19).

Zilpa (Midrash cited in Torah Sheleima 46:18, #102).

Either the shephards (Targum Yonoson 31:21), or

Amaleik (Ba'al Haturim).

a) Either the Malachim of Eretz Yisroel who were
taking leave of Yaakov (Rashi 28:12);

b) the two destructive Malachim, Aza and Aza'eil
(Rosh 6:2);

c) or the two Malachim who had gone to destroy
S'dom (Bereishis Rabba 68:12, Targum Yonason
28:12).

Yaakov kept his staff which was hollowed out and

filled with oil to provide him with fuel for a lamp for

learning at night (Panei'ach Raza 28:18). According to
the Midrash (Bereishis Rabba 69:8) and the Pirkei

D'Rebbi Eliezer (35), the oil came down from Heaven.

Yoseif and Dina were switched before birth between

Rochel and Leah (Targum Yonason and Da'as

Zekeinim on Bereishis 30:21).

The Sefer, Oros Chasam Sofer (Bereishis 30:21) cites

the Sefer, Tiv Gittin (letter Yud) in the name of a

Mekubal, that before birth, Yoseif's name was

Yehoseif. The Chasam Sofer suggests that perhaps

when he was inside Leah, he was Yehoseif, and when

he was switched to Rochel he became Yoseif, and the
letter Hei was added to the other child whose name
changed from "Din" to "Dina". (Also see Sota 36b).

14) Either to separate Lovon from his Avoda Zara (Rashi
31:19), or to prevent the Terafim from alerting Lovon
that they were escaping (Da'as Zekeinim).
