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“And they shall make a sanctuary for Me, and | will
dwell among them.”

The Dubner Maggid, Z'T'L", explained this Posuk with
a parable: A wealthy child brought his brand new wallet to
school to show it off to his classmates. One of his friends
who saw it became envious, and began saving his pennies
in the hope of collecting enough to be able to afford a
similar wallet. Another student who saw him saving his
money said to him: What purpose is there in obtaining such
an expensive wallet if you don't have any money to keep in
it?

When Bnei Yisroel build a sanctuary, they are assured
that it will be a dwelling place for the Divine Presence.
However, when Ovdei Kochavim build houses of worship,
regardless of how elaborate the edifices are, their efforts
are in vain, for they will remain empty shells, without the
sanctity of the Shechina.

“The [decorative] cups, spheres and flowers [of the
Menorah] shall be made from it [the same piece of gold that
the rest of the Menorah was made from].”

The Chasam Sofer, Z'T'L', noted that the Menorah
represents Torah, and the decorative cups, spheres and
flowers allude to the interpretations and commentaries of
the Torah. The fact that the Torah insisted that these items
be fashioned from the same piece of metal that the body of
the Menorah was made teaches us that the interpretations
of the Torah must be based on Torah-true sources; not on
secular or gentile ones.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

If a woman knows that her husband is not giving
Tzedaka according to his means, is she allowed to give
Tzedaka from his money if she knows that he would not
want her to give it?

The Nodeh B’Yehuda (Tinyana Y.D. 158) ruled that it
is absolutely forbidden and Gezel to do so, and even though
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Beis Din can force a person to give Tzedaka, who
appointed her as a judge? Additionally, even Beis Din
cannot take money from him without his knowledge.

The Aruch Hashulchan (Y.D. 248:13) rules that since
Beis Din can force someone to give Tzedaka, even though
the wife cannot act as a judge, if the Rov of the city
determines how much the husband is obligated to give
according to his means, the wife can give that amount to
Tzedaka. Even though Beis Din does not have the power to
force someone to give Tzedaka, if there exists a means of
doing so - as in this case - it is permissible.

The Teshuvos Sheivet Haleivi (V:132:7) rules that one
should not rely on the Heter of the Aruch Hashulchan.

Was it permissible to fix the Keilim of the Mishkan if
they broke?

ANSWERS
The Sefornu (Shmos 25:3) writes that it was not
permissible to donate Shoveh Kesef to the Mishkan.
There is an argument concerning whether it is
permissible to make a seven-branched Menorah out of
wood (see Avodo Zoro 43a). The Rambam (Hil. Beis
Habechira 7:10) says that it is permissible.
According to the Targum Yonoson, (Shmos 26:28),
the Bri‘ach Hatichon came from the Aishel that
Avrohom had planted (see Bereishis 21:33). The Ba'al
Haturim (25:5) says that it came from Yaakov's staff.
The Halacha concerning eating in a Beis Midrash is
more lenient than a Shul (see Orach Chaim 151:1).
Powdered gold may be used for Kisui Hadam (see
Yoreh Deah 28:23).
The hides of the Eilim Me’adamim alluded to the Ayil
(ram) in Akeidas Yitzchok (Midrash Agada, cited in
Torah Sheleima, Shmos 25, #53).
24 (Tanchuma Yoshon 9).
Gavriel showed Moshe the structure of the Mishkan
and its vessels (Ba’al Haturim 25:9. Also see Menachos
29a).
According to the Minchas Chinuch (95:5), it is only
Lechat chila that the Beis Hamikdash be built during
the day; it is valid Bedi’avad even if it was built at
