“Clear olive oil, crushed for illumination.”

The Shoshanas Yaakov, quoting the Tanna D'Vei
Eliyahu (18), says that children are compared to olives
[“Your sons shall be as young olive trees around your
table” (Tehillim 128:3)]. Just as a great amount of effort
must be exerted in pressing the olives so that they will
produce oil suitable for illumination, so, too, parents must
expend a tremendous amount of time, strength and energy
to teach and guide them, so that they will be able to
illuminate the world with Torah.

(9:19) 7770 91 Mbynad”

“To raise an eternal flame.”

Hagaon Rav Shimshon Rafael Hirsch, Z'TL',
explained that the goal of every Rebbi must be to imbue his
students with a love of Torah and to give them the
capability of being able to study on their own. He must
ignite their flame which will burn eternally on its own.

“And you shall speak to all of those who are wise of
heart whom | filled with a spirit of wisdom.”

Chazal say (Brachos 55a) that Hashem only gives
wisdom to a wise person.

The obvious question is: How did the person become
wise in the first place?

Hagaon Rav Chaim Volozhin, Z'T'L', explains in his
Sefer, Nefesh Hachaim, that since Shlomo says: “The
beginning of wisdom is fear of Hashem”, we can surmise
that fear of Hashem is the quality needed to become wise.
However, fear of Hashem is something which a person
must acquire on his own initiative; it is not in “the hands of
Heaven” to give it to him. Thus, once a person acquires
Yiras Shomayim, then Hashem gives him wisdom.

According to this, when Chazal say that Hashem gives
wisdom only to a wise person, they are referring to a person
who is G-d-fearing, for this quality is the first step towards
wisdom.
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HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

A woman who is accustomed to light a certain number
of candles when she is at home should always attempt to
light that number and not less (Pri Megodim O.C. 263,
Eishel Avrohom 3). If for whatever reason, she wants to
light more candles, she should specify that she is doing so
B’li Neder.

The Sefer Halichos Bas Yisroel (pg. 202) questions
whether a woman who generally lights candles of a certain
length [eg. that burn for two hours] who finds longer
candles [eg. that burn for four hours] should specify that
when she is lighting the longer candles she is doing so Bli
Neder.

He cites Hagaon Rav Chaim Pinchas Scheinberg
Z’T’L’ who ruled that it is preferable to do so Bli Neder.
However, if the only candles available are longer than what
she is accustomed to lighting, or if she is in someone else’s
house and that is all that they have, it is not necessary to
specify that she is lighting the longer candles Bli Neder.

QUESTIONS OF THE WEEK

1) Which was longer - the Mitznefes [hat] or the Avneit
[belt] of the Kohain?

2) What happened to the clothes of a Kohain Hedyot that
became worn out? Was the same true with the clothes
of a Kohain Godol?

3) If a person who is imprisoned is allowed to leave
prison for one day, which day should he choose - the
day of Parshas Zachor, Purim, Yom Kippur, or the first
day possible?

4) Which liquid floats on top of oil?

5) Is it permissible to Daven with gloves on?

6) Which infamous group of people was selected by
means of the Choshen?

7) Were Kohanim obligated to wear Tefillin when they
were performing the Avoda in the Beis Hamikdash?

8) Other than the names of the Shevatim and the names
of the Avos, what else was written on the stones of the
Choshen?
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9) Which type of Menorah in the Beis Hamikdash was
made without Gevi 'im, Kaftorim and Perochim?

10) What Halacha that pertains to Tefillin is learned from
the Tzitz?

11) How many Kusanos did each Kohein have?

12) Does the prohibition of tearing apply to only the Me il
or to all of the Bigdei Kehuna?

13) Which Minhag that pertains to Bris Milah is learned
from the first word in Parshas Tetzaveh?

ANSWERS

1) The Mitznefes was 16 Amos long. The Avneit was 32
Amos long (Rambam Hil. Klei Hamikdosh 8:19).

2) The worn clothes of a Kohain Hedyot were made into
wicks for the Menorah. Those of a Kohain Godol were
buried (ibid. 8:5, also see Mishneh L'melech).

3) According to the Radvaz (IV:13), if a person is given
an opportunity to leave prison for one day, he should
choose the first day possible in which he will be able
to perform a Mitzva which he wouldn't have been able
to fulfill in prison (see Mishna Berura 90:28). The
Chacham Tzvi (106) questions the decision of the
Radvaz.

4) Alcohol floats on top of oil. See the Halachic
ramifications of this in the Machtzis Hashekel (Orach
Chaim 272:6).

5) It is preferable not to wear gloves while Davening
(Mishna Berura 91:5) unless it is very cold (Beis
Boruch on Chayei Adam 22:62).

6) The Meraglim (Ba’al Haturim 28:12).

7) The Kohanim were permitted - but not required - to
wear the Tefilla Shel Rosh while they were performing
the Avoda (see Minchas Chinuch 99:16).

8) According to the Bavli (Yoma 73b): “Shivtei
Yeshurun”. According to the Yerushalmi: “Shivtei
Yisroel”. The Rambam (Hilchos Klei Hamikdash 9:7)
writes: “Shivtei Kah”. The Kessef Mishna notes that

the Rambam differs from both the Bavli and
Yerushalmi.

9) One that is not made of gold (Rambam, Hil. Beis
Habechira 3:4).

10) That it is forbidden to have Hesech Hada'as [to
remove one’s thoughts] while wearing them (see
Yoma 7b).

11) There are two opinions mentioned in the Yerushalmi
(Yoma 3:6): either one or two.

12) All Bigdei Kehuna. The Minchas Chinuch (101) cites
a view that it is forbidden to tear the Me il under any
circumstances, while the prohibition of tearing the
other Bigdei Kehuna applies only if it is done in a
destructive manner.

13) The Minhag of lighting candles in the house where the
Milah will take place . The Moshav Zekeinim (27:20)
writes that the source is from the first word in the
Parsha: ~nnxy” - that deals with lighting the Ner
Ma’aravi in the Menorah, while concerning the
Mitzva of Milah it is written: 793wn >n*32 DX 7DXY”.
