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“A goat for a sin offering.” The Toras Kohanim
explains that this goat came to atone for the sin of selling
Yoseif at which time his brothers slaughtered a goat and
dipped Yoseif's blood into it.

Why did Hashem command the people specifically at
the time that they were dedicating the Mishkan to seek
atonement for the sin of selling Yoseif which took place so
many generations earlier?

Hagaon Rav Zalman Sorotzkin, Z'T'L', explained that
Chazal tell us that the purpose of the Mishkan was to unify
Bnei Yisroel, and thereby bring them closer to G-d.
Therefore, before they could achieve total unity, and before
the Divine Presence would rest among the people of Israel,
it was necessary to strive for forgiveness for selling Yoseif
and the discord that it caused.

(3:°) 79°1°v2 207 TWH YWY

“And Moshe heard [what Aharon pointed out] and it
was good in his eyes.”

The Midrash states that Moshe made a proclamation
to the entire camp of Israel saying: | erred in the Halacha,
and my brother, Aharon, came and taught me [the correct
Halacha].

Why was it necessary to offer such a public
declaration?

The Netziv, Z'T'L', said that Moshe wished to teach the
people that they should not refrain from admitting their
errors. By realizing that even the leader of Klal Yisroel did
not consider it beneath his dignity to state that he had
committed a mistake, they would be inclined to follow suit.

We similarly find in the Gemorah that various
Amora'im stated: | was mistaken in what | told you (see
Shabbos 63b).

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)
According to the strict Halacha, an Aveil, R'L', is
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obligated in Atifas Harosh - covering his head with a Tallis
or some other garment. However, this is not the practice
nowadays. It is appropriate though, to have some covering
on the head.

The Sefer, L'illuy Neshama (pg. 34) writes that an
Aveil should wear a hat all day without removing it, and by
this he will fulfill the obligation of /zuf. He cites this in the
name of Hagaon Rav Y.S. Elyashiv, Z'T'L".

ANSWERS
If one eats any forbidden creature that is whole
[Birya], he receives Malkos Mi'd'oraysa, even if it was
smaller than a Kezayis (see Rashi, Shavuos 21b, Tos.,
Chullin 96).
A kosher fish found in the digestive tract of a non-
kosher fish may be eaten (Yoreh Deah 83:9).
There is an argument among certain Acharonim
concerning a Kohein who cannot elevate his hands, if
he may go to Duchan: The Shevus Yaakov (Il:1)
permits him. The Nodah B'Yehuda (Kama, Orach
Chaim 5) and Avnei Nezer (Orach Chaim 31) forbid
him.
A fish must have at least one fin and one scale in order
to be Kosher (see Yoreh Deah 83:1).
The Livyoson is a kosher fish (Chullin 67b).
Less than twenty years old (Zohar, Parshas Acharei,
cited in Seder Hadoros, 2488).
Two threads of fire came from the Kodesh Kodoshim
and divided into four threads, and two entered the
nostrils of Nodov and two entered the nostrils of Avihu
(Sanhedrin 52a).
According to the Midrash Hagadol (cited in
Lemechaseh Atik by Hagaon Rav Chaim Kanievsky,
ZT”L), that was the Bracha that Moshe and Aharon
gave Bnei Yisroel on the eighth day of the Milu’im
(see Rashi on Vayikra 9:23).
A number of answers are given: a) The concept of X
397 Tvvp does not apply to an action that comes
specifically to rectify the original sin (Yefei To'ar,
Binyan Ariel, Divrei Shaul). b) Aharon himself did not

in any way form the Eigel - the Mechashfim of the
Eirev Rav did so (see Ohr Hachaim Hakadosh). ¢) The
concept of 7121 71»vp 7R applies only to Avoda in
Kodesh Kodoshim and to the Shofar that is 711512 and
thus considered like o°15 n2ay (Mizrachi).

10) No (Rema, Yoreh Deah 13).

11) No, there is a prohibition of "1xpwn 2’ (ibid.).

12) Uziel, the uncle of Aharon (Sifra, Shmini 1).

13) The throne of Shlomo Hamelech (Targum Sheini 1:2).

14) Snakes were not included in the Sheratzim that are
a°Xmwn when they die so that people will not refrain
from killing them to avoid becoming defiled
(Rabbeinu Bachya 11:30, D'H' V'hachomet).
