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“This is the matter that Hashem commanded the
daughters of Tzlofchod saying, ‘To those who are fitting in
their eyes they shall marry. However, they should marry
into the family of the tribe of their fathers.””

The Netziv, Z'T'L', writes that although the daughters
of Tzlofchod were permitted to marry out of their tribe
because of their prominence, the Torah nevertheless
advised them to conduct themselves as the other daughters
of Israel of that generation who were not permitted to
marry into another tribe if they were the sole heirs.

The lesson is applicable to other matters in society -
the prominent members should not exploit their lofty
station. Rather, they should follow the customs of the
ordinary people.

“We will build enclosures for our sheep here and cities
for our children.”

Rashi notes that the fact that they mentioned their
animals before their children indicates that they were more
concerned about their possessions than they were about
their offspring.

The Chazon Ish, Z'T'L', quoted the Maharal as saying
that when the Anshei Kenesses Hagedola forced the Yeitzer
Hora for Avoda Zoro to leave, it demanded that a new
Yeitzer Horo replace it - the inclination for money.

The Chazon Ish concluded from this that the Yeitzer
Horo for money is an offshoot of the Yeitzer Horo for
Avoda Zoro.

then perform the Mitzva (Sefer Kol Nidrei, p. 690).

Only water should be used for Kashering (Hag'ala).
However, if another liquid was used, it is valid,
Bedi'eved (Orach Chaim 452:5).

Wooden utensils do not require Tevilla [unless they
are part of a utensil that contains metal or glass] (see
Yoreh De'ah 120:1,5,6).

Although the daughters of Tzlofchod were all over 40
when they married, they all merited having children
(Baba Basra 119a).

According to the Yalkut Shimoni (785) Bilam was
tried and executed by the Sanhedrin. According to the
Targum Yonoson (31:10), Pinchas killed him.

The sword that was plunged in the Gal-Eid made by
Yaakov and Lovon (Midrash Hagadol cited in
Limecheseh Atik).

The Yahrtzeit of Aharon - Rosh Chodesh Av is
mentioned explicitly in the Torah (Bemidbar 33:38).
That day became a Ta’anis Tzaddikim (see Orach
Chaim 580:2).

Aharon and Chur supported Moshe’s hands in their
first war against Amaleik. Aharon’s death which
caused the protective clouds of glory to leave
precipitated the second war of Amaleik against Bnei
Yisroel (see Rashi, Bemidbar 21:1, and 33:40).
According to the Chavos Ya'ir (194) and Chasam
Sofer (Teshuvos, Y.D. 227), it does. According to the
Maharam Galanti (13), Shev Yaakov (Y.D. 49),
Nodah B'yehuda (Kama, C.M. 30:11) and others - it
does not.

In Alush (Bemidbar 33:13, Shmos Rabba 25:5).

Rebbi Akiva cried when he came to the words: /v

Leivi went willingly because of the zealousness to
fulfill the will of Hashem.

The Ramban (31:23) says that since the lands of
Sichon and Og were part of Eretz Yisroel, the vessels
captured from that war were permitted under the
dispensation of »1117 *>7p (see Chullin 17a).

Tosafos (Brachos 8b) wrote that even though those
Pesukim do not have the standard Targum on them -
just the Targum Yerushalmi - it is better to recite the
Targum Yerushalmi than to recite the Posuk a third
time. The Taz (O.C. 285:1) writes that even though
these names were given by the o1y mimIx, neverthe-
less the laws of xapn onw apply. Rabbeinu Bachya
(32:3) writes that even though those cities were named
after n17v M2y, the laws of xapn ovw apply.
