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“May Hashem, G-d of all spirits, appoint a person over
the congregation.”

Hagaon Rav Shlomo Kluger, Z'T'L', explained that
Moshe was afraid that if a leader would be chosen by the
people it would be impossible that he be unanimously
accepted. There would always be those who would be
dissatisfied with his appointment. Therefore, he asked that
Hashem Himself appoint a successor.

(R:12) 7I0m XY mIp *131”

“And the sons of Korach did not die.”

The Targum Yonoson points out that because the sons
of Korach did not follow their father; but rather, sided with
Moshe, they were spared the punishment to which their
father and his followers were subjected.

The Ibn Ezra, referring to Chazal, notes that the family
of Korach continued after his death - Shmuel was a
descendant as were Bnei Korach who were cited in
Tehillim.

Rabbeinu Maimon, the father of the Rambam, wrote in
Igeres Hanechama (quoted in Tallelei Oros) that because
Korach's sons rejected their father's claims and followed
the true prophet - Moshe Rabbeinu, they merited having
the Divine spirit rest on them.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS

Is there a Chiyuv to recite Korbonos before Davening?

Hagaon Rav Chaim Kanievsky, shlita (cited in Gilyon
Aliba D'Hilchasa #1, Teves 5767) answered that saying the
Parshas Hatomid: 72 vynd 1.

Concerning whether it is better to learn or say
Korbonos [except for the Parshas Hatomid which should
be said], Rav Chaim said that one can do either one: 7°2y7]
[7937 72y 9122,

ANSWERS

1) Pinchas' son was Avishua (Divrei Hayomim | 5:30).

2) The Posuk in the Torah seems to imply that Serach was
Asher's daughter. However, the Ramban (26:46)
quotes his text of Targum Onkelus that says that she
was his stepdaughter - his wife's daughter.

3) Afirstborn son does not receive a double portion in the
inheritance of his mother (Rambam, Hil. Nachalos
2:8).

4) A firstborn son delivered through Caesarean section
does not receive a double portion in his father's
inheritance (ibid. 2:11).

5) Pinchas completed Sefer Yehoshua (Baba Basra 15a).

6) Pinchas (See Koheles Rabba 10:15 where it relates
that this was a punishment for not going to Yiftach to
release him from his vow to sacrifice the first creature

that would greet him when he would return from war
victorious, and his daughter came out first to greet
him).

According to the Zohar in Parshas Balak (197, cited
in Limechaseh Atik) Balak was a descendant of Yisro.
They both have Parshiyos in the Torah named for
them. [Obviously, everyone is related to Noach].
Kozbi was Balak’s daughter, since Tsur was another
name of Balak (Targum Yonoson 25:15, Bemidbar
Rabba 20).

According to the Moshav Zekeinim, 7>xip 127 is a
reference to Leivi who was zelous to avenge the honor
of Dina.

Many answers are mentioned in the Hebrew Inyan of
this week's Torah Lodaas. One explanation of the
Da'as Zekeinim is that the Parsha of the Korbon
Mussaf of Shabbos is only two Pesukim long, which
is not long enough for its own Aliyah.

They are the names of people mentioned in Tanach:
"Es" was the name of a Metzora mentioned in Parshas
Chukas (21:14, see Brachos 54b). "Osa" was the name
of Leivi's wife mentioned in Parshas Pinchas (see
Da'as Zekeinim on 26:59). "Iti Hagiladi" is mentioned

in Shmuel 11 (15:19).

12) Leivi (Moshav Zekeinim on Bemidbar 26:59).
13) One is 7av>72 ®¥7> and need not repeat X131 7%y

(Mishna Berura 188:3).
