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“And you shall be only joyous ...”

Our Rabbis tell us that the term “Ach” comes to
exclude something from the statement in which it appears.
What does the “Ach” in this verse come to minimize or to
exclude?

The S'fas Emes answers that, although there is a
special Mitzva to rejoice on Yom Tov, nevertheless, that
joy must be restricted to rejoicing with the Mitzvos and
basking in the Kedusha of the Yom Tov. Unbridled joy and
levity which are not Simcha Shel Mitzva are clearly
forbidden on Yom Tov (see Orach Chaim 529:3).

“Rejoice, Zevulun, when you go out, and Yissachar, in
Your tents ...”

The Tovin Shemu'a observes that most merchants
rejoice only when they return from a business trip once
they see the profits that they have realized. However, when
they set out on their journeys, they are filled with
trepidation, for they do not know what is in store for them.

Zevulun, representing the supporters of Torah,
however, is different. The merit of supporting Torah is so
great that they can rejoice even when embarking on a trip,
for they are confident that they will be successful, since
“Yissochar is in Your tents” of Torah.

“Originally the Lulav was taken for seven days in the
Beis Hamikdash, and for one day in the rest of the country
Chazal tell us that the Four Species and the manner in
which they are taken represent unity in Klal Yisroel.
Hagaon Rav Chaim Soloveitchick, Z'T'L', noted that since
the Beis Hamikdash was the site where the Kohanim
served, as well as being the location of the Sanhedrin and
the gathering place of the leaders of Bnei Yisroel, it was
imperative to stress the need for unity, and therefore the
Mitzva of Lulav was observed there for seven days.
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HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

The Shulchan Aruch (O.C. 649:5) rules that if an Esrog
is forbidden to be eaten [eg. if it is Tevel], one cannot use
it to fulfill the Mitzva of Arba'a Minim.

The Mishna Berura (649:45) rules that if the Esrog
absorbed a forbidden food [eg. boiling Cheilev], one should
not use it on the first day of Succos.

If an Esrog was placed under a bed and someone slept
on the bed, the Minchas Yitzchok (V:57:5) and Hagaon Rav
Y.S. Elyashiv Z'T'L' (cited in Succas Chaim, pg. 111-118)
permit using the Esrog for the Mitzva, while Hagaon Rav
Chaim Kanievsky, Z'T'L', ruled that one may not use it
even if no one slept on the bed. He said that his father, the
Steipler Gaon, Z'T'L!, was also Machmir, while his uncle,
the Chazon Ish, Z'T'L', was lenient.

If one brought an Esrog back from Eretz Yisroel and
placed it under his seat and slept on it, Hagaon Rav Moshe
Shternbuch, shlita (Teshuvos V'hanhagos 11:337) rules
leniently since it was not under a bed.

just a snack] in the Succa, may he drink outside the
Succa?

Which Parsha in the Torah is named for a word [or
words] found the farthest in the Parsha [eg. "Bereishis"
is the first word in the Parsha, while "Noach" is the third
word in the Parsha]?

ANSWERS
It is forbidden to use food as S'chach because it can
receive Tum'ah (Orach Chaim 629:9-10).
It is permissible to use a tree which does not sway in
the wind as a wall of a Succa (Orach Chaim 630:10).
There is a Machlokes concerning whether or not it is
permissible to recite a Bracha on a Lulav which has
just one Hadas (see Sha'arei Teshuva 651:1, Mishna
Berura 6).
We recite Shehechiyanu on Shemini Atzeres because it
is considered an independent Yom Tov (Succa 47).
If someone received an Aliya in Parshas Vezos
Habracha, he may still be called as Choson Torah or
Choson Bereishis (Mishna Berura 669:2).
If someone realized after beginning the third Bracha of
Shmoneh Esrei that he said Morid Hatal instead of
Morid Hageshem, he does not have to repeat Shmoneh
Esrei (Orach Chaim 114:5).
Yona ben Amitai was given Ru'ach Hakodesh at a
Simchas Beis Ha'sho'eiva (Yerushalmi Succa 5:1).
His name is recorded as ¥3W> without a '7’ in Sefer
Nechemya 8:17 (Panei'ach Raza, Devorim 32:44).

9) Yes. Therefore one cannot be Yotzei his obligation
with stolen bread (Minchas Chinuch 325:13; Mateh
Efraim 625:56; Mishna Berura 454:14).

10) There is a discussion among the Poskim concerning
whether it is permissible (see Sha'ar Hatziyun of the
M.B., 639:29; Teshuvos Binyan Shlomo 41; and Sefer
Chayei Moshe on Moadim, pg. 84).

11) The name of Parshas Kedoshim is derived from the
14th word in the Parsha.
