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(3:2%) DR °NINR K1 AR

"Please say that you are my sister ..."

Shlomo Hamelech said: Stolen waters are sweet. As
long as the Yeitzer Horo knows that something is
forbidden, it attempts to lure the person into succumbing to
his desires.

The Kiflayim Le'sushia explains that this is why
Avrom told Sorai to say that she was his sister - for once
the Egyptians would hear that she was not a married
woman and was consequently not forbidden to them, they
would lose their desire for her. (Note, however the Sifsei
Chachomim on 12:19).

(°:70) 7IN2 XY DX NRY

"And the bird, he did not split."

Chazal tell us that the bird represents Klal Yisroel.

We find many instances in which Israel is compared to
a bird, and in particular to a dove. What is the reason for
this analogy?

Tosafos (Shabbos 49a) quote a Midrash which says
that when all other birds are tired, they rest on a rock. The
dove, on the other hand, when it is tired, it rests one wing
and continues to flutter the other one.

Hagaon Rav Yosef Shaul Natanson, Z'T'L', explained
homiletically that the lot of the Jewish people is that they
are never privileged to true peace. Even when they find a
relatively secure place they must constantly be on guard,
and be prepared to flee at a moment's notice.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L'Ma'aseh)

The Poskim discuss whether the Halacha that the
Bracha on wine exempts other drinks from a Bracha
(Brachos 41b, O.C. 174) applies to grape juice as well,
since it is not as Choshuv and does not satiate or give joy
the same way that wine does.

Hagaon Rav Y.S. Elyashiv Z'T'L' (Shiurei HaRYSE,
Brachos, pg. 453) rules that it is questionable whether
grape juice exempts other drinks from a Bracha. Therefore,
in a situation where one has grape juice and other drinks in

front of him, he should recite Shehakol on another food
whose Bracha is Shehakol, and have intentions of
exempting the drinks with that Bracha.

ANSWERS

1) One Mohel may perform the Milah, and another, the
Pri'ah, but, according to some opinions, on Shabbos,
only one Mohel should perform both (Yoreh De'ah
266:14).

2) The minimum width of the straps of the Tefillin is the
length of a barley seed [approximately eleven
millimeters]. Others say that they are Kosher even if
they are the size of the length of a wheat seed (see
Mishna Berura 27:42, Shoneh Halachos 27:42).

3) According to the Pirkei D'Rebbi Eliezer (30), the
names of Yishmoel's two wives were Eifa and Petuma.

4) Amrafel was also known as Nimrod and Kush
(Bereishis Rabba 42:4).

5) The Teshuvos HaRosh (17:12) rules that even a son
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who is ashamed of his father who became a
Meshumad, may not change his father's name if the
son gives a Get.

6) Asareward for accompanying them a distance of four
Amos, he enslaved their descendants for 400 years
(Sota 46b).

7) Yishmo'el [ben Hagar bas Paroh ben Nimrod (see
Targum Yonoson on Bereishis 16:5)].

8) Kedarla'omer was the son of Sheim ben Noach
(Midrash Ohr Ho'afeila, cited in Torah Sheleima 14:1).

9) According to Pirkei D'Rebbi Eliezer (16) and
Meseches Sofrim (end), Eliezer was Og.

10) Avrohom and Sara were renamed at Avrohom's Bris
(see Tosafos Hashaleim 17:15 #5).

11) At the conclusion of a Chalitza (see Shulchan Aruch,
Even Ho'ezer 169:57).

12) Og and the Nachash attempted to have Avrohom and
Adam killed so that they could marry their wives (see
Rashi on Bereishis 3:15 and 14:13). Lemech actually
killed a father and son who were married to Ada and

Tzilla and took them as his wives (Rabbeinu Ephraim
on Bereishis 4:19-24).
