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“And Moshe said to Aharon, ‘Draw close to the altar
and sacrifice your sin-offering and your burnt-offering, and
atone for yourself and the nation ...””

The Kli Yokor notes that the atonement of the people
was dependent on Aharon’s atonement, for when the
leaders of Klal Yisroel perfect themselves, the people are
also elevated in the process ...

(LV:V) 7PHR 077 DX 1R 2129279V
“And the sons of Aharon sacrificed the blood ...”
Hagaon Rav Shlomo Kluger, Z'T’L’, noted that, in
Parshas Vayikra, whenever the Torah refers to Aharon’s
sons it calls them Hakohanim. Why then, in Parshas
Shemini does the Torah not use that word when discussing
what transpired on the Shmini L 'milu’im? The answer, he
writes, may be found in the verse in Koheles, “There is no
dominion on the day of death.” Therefore, since Nadav and
Avihu died on that day, the title of authority - Hakohanim
- was purposely omitted.

(3-7: R%) 77331 D2IIRT DRI 1IN 1DWR DRI I 53 DR

“The camel, because it chews its cud but its hoof is not
divided ... And the Shofon, because it chews it cud but will
not have a split hoof ... And the Arneves, because it chews
its cud, but did not split its hoof ...”

Why does the Torah use three different tenses [“does
not split ...”, “will not split ...”, and “did not split ...”] to
describe the 1mpur1ty of these animals?

One of the Ba’alei Mussar explained that we may not
condemn a person and brand him as a Tomei - one who is
totally impure - unless we are certain that his past and
present actions are improper, and there is no hope that he
will repent in the future. Only if he “does not”, “will not”
and “did not” act properly, can we state that “he is impure”.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)
The Shulchan Aruch (Orach Chaim 2:4) writes that
one should first put on his right shoe, then put on his left
shoe, tie it, and finally, tie his right shoe.
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The Mishna Berura (6) cites the Sha’arei Teshuva who
mentions that the Bechor Shor is of the opinion that a left-
handed person should first put on and tie his right shoe.
One who examines the Bechor Shor (Shabbos 61b) closely
will see that he is referring to an Ifeir Regel [one who
favors his left foot]; not an Iteir Yad [left-handed person].
A left-handed person would put on and tie his shoes just as
a right-handed person does.

The Malbim in Artzos Hachaim rules according to
what the Mishna Berura writes.

If a right-handed person puts shoes onto a left-handed
person, the Sheivet Hakehasi (IV:1) rules that he follows
the custom of the left-handed person whose shoes he is
putting on.

14) How is a female camel referred to in Loshon
Hakodesh?

ANSWERS

1) Ifone washed Mayim Acharonim and then changed his
mind and decided to eat more, he must recite a new
Bracha Rishona on the food. However, the opinion of
some Poskim is that once one washed Mayim
Acharonim he should not eat anything until he recites
Birkas Hamazon (see Orach Chaim 179:1, Mishna
Berura 2).

2) If one finds a piece of fish which has scales but no fins,
it is permissible to eat it, since every fish which has
scales definitely has fins. The converse, however is not
true (Yoreh Deah 83:3).

3) The seven liquids which, if they touch a food render it
able to become impure are: wine, honey, oil, milk,
dew, blood and water (see Rambam, Hil. Tum’as
Ochlin 1:2).

4) The images of Moshe, Aharon, Nodov and Avihu,
among others, were portrayed on Shlomo Hamelech’s
throne (Targum Sheini, Esther 1:2).

5) A visitor to a country where the Jews have a tradition
that a certain bird is Kosher may eat that bird while he
is there (Yoreh Deah 82:4).

6) The Achashtranim (see Esther 8:10; Rokei’ach on
Bereishis 1:25; Chiddushei Yaavetz on Megilla 18a).

7) The Ya’ana itself is not edible because it is too tough
(Chizkuni). Chazal (Chullin 64b) learn from the fact
that the Torah writes “Bas Haya’ana” that the eggs of
non-Kosher birds are also prohibited.

8) On Rosh Chodesh Nissan of the second year after
leaving Egypt (Shabbos 87b).

9) Bavel (Vayikra Rabba 13:5).

10) Four (Sifri, Pinchas 137).

11) Because Moshe had to repeat his command to
Misha’eil and Eltzofan to go and remove the bodies of
Nodov and Avihu since they were afraid to do so
(Midrash Lekach Tov).

12) It did not return to Shomayim, but rather remained in
the Mishkan and consumed the Korbonos during the
time that Bnei Yisroel were in the wilderness (Sifri
Zuta, Beha’aloscha, cited in Torah Sheleima, Vayikra
10:2:10).

13) No. They were Levi’im (Targum Yonoson 10:4).

14) “Gamal” is an androgynous term that refers to both
male and female camels (see Ramban 11:6).
