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(M:7) “NRLAT VAWN 72 LAYN WK DIPRI”

“In the place where the Olah is slaughtered, the Chatas
shall be slaughtered ...”

The Ma’aglei Tzedek says that the Torah wishes to
point out that a person who sincerely repents for his
Aveiros can reach, and even surpass, the spiritual level of
the righteous person who never sinned. Therefore, it
commands us to slaughter the Korbon Chatas which is
brought by the sinner who repents, in the very place where
the Korbon Olah [the offering brought by the Tzaddik, who
did not sin] is slaughtered.

(19:7) 77131 DWRDI NDRLADY AMPY AWY 7INT DR

“This is the law for the Olah, the Mincha, the Chatas
and the Asham ...”

Raish Lakish says: Whoever studies Torah is
considered as though he sacrificed an Olah, Mincha, etc.
(Menachos 110a).

Rava notes: Whoever studies Torah does not need an
Olah, Mincha etc.

What is Rava adding to the statement of Raish Lakish?

The Chofetz Chaim Z'T’L’, explains that the statement
of Raish Lakish might lead one to think that Torah study is
somehow secondary to bringing Korbonos. Therefore,
Rava points out that the opposite is true: One who studies
Torah does not have to bring Korbonos which often come
as an atonement, because the study of Torah will protect
him from sinning in the first place!

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

It is permissible to recite Birkos Ha'ilanos on a fruit
tree that has other fruit tree branches grafted onto it?

The Teshuvos, His orerus Teshuva (I:105) forbids
doing so since an Aveira - even for Bnei Noach - was
performed with it. This is similar to the ruling of the
Teshuvos Halachos Ketanos (1:60) who forbade reciting a
Shehechiyanu on grafted fruit (also, see Divrei Malkiel
I11:2, and Minchas Yitzchok 111:25).

However, according to the She’eilas Ya’avetz 1:63)
who rules that just as the Halacha permits reciting a Birkas
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Ha’nehenen on a grafted fruit, so may he recite a
Shehechiyanu, it would seem that Birkas Ha'ilanos may
also be recited on it.

The Teshuvos V’hanhagos (1:192) makes a distinction
between fruits whose taste is not changed by the grafting -
where it is permissible to recite Birkas Ha’ilanos on the
trees, and fruits whose tastes are changed by the grafting,
where it is forbidden to recite the Bracha on the trees.

which had to be eaten in the Azara were eaten outside
a Succa, while the Kodshim Kalim which could be
eaten anywhere in Yerushalayim were required to be
eaten in a Succa (see Nechemia 8:16; Teshuvos Bais
Yitzchok, Orach Chaim 5; and Pardeis Yoseif,
Vayikra 6:18).

According to the Chasam Sofer (Teshuvos, Orach
Chaim 106) the only time it is permissible to Kasher a
vessel used for meat so that it may be used for milk [or
vice versa] is when he Kashers it for Pesach (see
Mishna Berura 451:19).

The Mishna Lamelech (Hil. Pesulei Hamukdashim 13)
says that according to the Rambam and the Chinuch,
one can render a Korbon as Pigul even without
expressing his thoughts orally. However, Tosafos
(Zevachim 4) say that he must express his thoughts
orally (see Minchas Chinuch 144:7).

If the surface blood has been rinsed off raw, unsalted
meat, it may be eaten (Yoreh Deah 67:2).

A woman does not perform S’micha on a Korbon
which she brings (Rambam, Hil. Ma'aseh Korbonos
3:8).

Three days (Orach Chaim 219:6).

There is a dispute among the Rishonim. The Tur (O.C.
219) rules that it is not, while Rabbeinu Yona rules that
it is. Both views are cited in the Shulchan Aruch (O.C.
219:3).

No - since he cannot refer to himself as Chayavim
(Mogein Avrohom 219, cited in Halachic Discussions
of Torah Lodaas, Parshas Tzav 5769).

According to one view in the Toras Kohanim it
remained burning in the Mizbei’ach constantly.
According to another view it was placed in a separate
vessel when they travelled.

To indicate that he was somewhat ostracized for his
involvement with the sin of the Eigel (Vayikra Rabba
7:1, cited in Peirush HaRosh in Parshas Tzav).

When Avrohom showed his wholehearted willingness
to offer Yitzchok as an Olah and then brought the ram
as an Olah in his stead (Midrash Tanchuma, cited in
Otzar Hamidrashim, Vayikra 6:2).

It did, but miraculously it did not consume the
Mizbei’ach. According to the Midrash (Vayikra Rabba
7:5), from the time that the fire was lit, it burned
continuously for 116 years.

In certain communities in Germany and Italy it was
customary to set the Seder table three days before
Pesach to commemorate the three full days (and part
of the fourth) that the Korbon Pesach had to be
checked for blemishes before Pesach (Birkas Eliyohu,
in the name of Rav Moshe Chagiz; cited in Haseder
Ha’aruch 13:5).
