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“And you shall observe My statutes and laws, which a
person fulfills and lives through them ...”

The Targum Onkeles interprets “Vachai Bahem” as
meaning “and you shall live in the World-to-Come through
them”.

However, this interpretation seems to conflict with the
Drasha of Chazal which deduces from these words that
saving a human life takes precedence over everything
[except for the three cardinal sins]. According to this,
Vachai Bahem refers to life in this world!

The Sifsei Rotzon explains that Piku’ach Nefesh
[saving a life] supercedes everything even if it will only
add a short amount to the person's life. The Meiri and
others point out that the reason is because even during that
short extention of life one has the opportunity to amass
more Mitzvos and good deeds and to repent for his
misdeeds, and in the process aquire Olam Habo.

In the light of this, both the Drasha of Chazal and the
interpretation of Onkeles are in agreement: The reason that
it is a Mitzva to preserve human life, even at the expense
of the Shabbos and other Mitzvos, is to allow the person to
be able to perform more Mitzvos, and thus to be able to
merit eternal life in the World-to-Come.

“You shall not hate your brother in your heart”.

Why does the Torah say “your brother” and not “your
neighbor”, “your friend” or the like? Hagaon Rav
Shamshon Refael Hirsh, Z'T’L’, said that by stating
“achicha” - “your brother”, the Torah wishes to emphasize,
that even if someone sins against another person to such an
extent that he can no longer be thought of as his neighbor
or friend, the wronged person must look at him as though
he were his brother, which is a relationship which can never
be changed. Therefore, the Torah says: no matter what
someone does to you, remember that he is still your
brother, and you should not hate him.
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“You shall admonish your friend”. Chazal say: Even a
hundred times.

The Alter of Kelm, Hagaon Rav Simcha Zissel,
Z'T’L’, said that we can learn from this that when one
admonishes another person he should not give all of his
criticisms at one time; rather, he should gently offer the
Mussar, a little bit at a time. This is what Chazal mean:
Even a hundred times - break up the Mussar into one
hundred parts, and give one measure at a time.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L'Ma'aseh)

If someone does not have Tefillin, is it better to Daven
with the Tzibbur and to borrow Tefillin after Davening and
recite Kri’as Shema with them, or should he wait until after
the Tzibbur finishes, and then borrow a pair of Tefillin, and
Daven privately with the Tefillin?

The Mishna Berura (66:40) is uncertain. The Mogein
Avrohom and Rav Shulchan Aruch lean towards the view
that it is better to Daven privately with the Tefillin.

The Maharsham (111:359) asks why one should forgo
Tefilla B Tzibbur if wearing Tefillin during Tefilla is not
Me’akeiv (does not disqualify the Tefilla).

The Birkas Habayis (Sha’ar 39:7) and Minchas
Yitzchok 11:107) rule that one should Daven B’Tzibbur
without Tallis and Tefillin and then, after Davening,
borrow Tallis and Tefillin and recite Kri’as Shema with
them, since according to some Poskim if one does so it is
no longer considered as though he is giving false testimony
(mentioning the Mitzva of Tefillin in Shema while he is not
wearing them).

The Chayei Moshe (Orach Chaim 66:8) writes that if
one recited Shema before Davening while wearing
borrowed Tefillin, it would seem that he would definitely
be permitted to Daven B’Tzibbur without Tefillin
afterwards.
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If one does not have a Tallis Godol he should not forgo
Tefilla B’Tzibbur (Mor U’Ketzia, Orach Chaim, D.H.
V’chaim) particularly if he is wearing a Tallis Koton
(Chayei Moshe, ibid.).

QUESTIONS OF THE WEEK

1) May one eat a bird which was slaughtered properly,
but did not have Kisui Hadam?

2) If meat was not salted or soaked within three days of
being slaughtered, can it be Kashered?

3) Why didn’t Nadav and Avihu marry?

4) When did Hashem speak to Moshe fifteen times
during one day?

5) When someone would sacrifice his son to the Molech,
did the son die?

6) Do the positive and negative Mitzvos associated with
paying a worker on time apply even if the worker is a
Koton [e.g. a babysitter]?

7) If the time comes to pay a worker and the Ba'al
Habayis does not have money, has he violated the
prohibition of withholding payment from a worker?

8) If one neglects to perform Kisui Hadam does it
invalidate the Shechita?

9) If one plants a fruit tree as a hedge [not for the purpose
of eating its fruit], and after three years decides to eat
the fruits, are those fruits subject to the laws of Neta
Revai?

10) If one crossbreeds two Kosher animals, may the
offspring be eaten?

11) Which person/nation does the Se’ir Hamishtalei’ach
represent?

12) If the blood of a Chaya or bird was cooked, does the
Mitzva of Kisui Hadam still apply to it?

13) If one gave all of his children to the Molech (Avoda
Zara) and did not give one grandson, is he Chayov?

14) Can a father be Moch ’eil pain and shame?

ANSWERS
1) Generally, if the bird was slaughtered, even if the
Kisui Hadam was not performed, the bird may be eaten
(see Rama, Yoreh Deah 28:1; Shach 3).
2) If the meat was not salted or soaked within three days

of being slaughtered, it may be Kashered only through
broiling (Yoreh Deah 69:12).

3) According to the Midrash (Vayikra Rabba 20:10),
Nadav and Avihu never married because they felt no
woman was suitable for men of their stature.

4) Hashem spoke to Moshe fifteen times during the day
in which the Mishkan was erected (Sifri Zuta, Parshas
Naso 7:11, quoted in Torah Sheleima, Vayikra 18:3
#5).

5) According to the Rambam and Rashi, the practice of
sacrificing to the Molech did not require Killing one’s
child. The Ramban, Ibn Ezra and Abarbanel disagree.

6) Yes (see Ahavas Chessed I:9, Nesiv Hachesed).

7) No (see Choshen Mishpat 339:10).

8) No (Rema, Yoreh Deah 28:1).

9) No (Yoreh Deah 294:23).

10) Yes (Yoreh Deah 297:5).

11) Eisov who will bear the sins that he caused Yaakov to
commit (see Bereishis Rabba 65:15).

12) No (Minchas Hachinuch 187:4).

13) He still is Chayov and does not obtain the unique
exemption of one who sacrifices all of his Zera to the
Molech (ibid. 208:9).

14) No (ibid. 212:6).
