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(3:3) 70n> 10

“And Nodov and Avihu died before Hashem when
they sacrificed strange fire ... and they had no sons ...”

What is the connection between the first and second
phrases in this Posuk?

The Kli Yokor writes that Hashem does not always
punish someone immediately, but rather, delays the
punishment for three or four generations [and brings it
upon his descendants if they deserve it] or spreads it out
over that period of time. However, when the sons of Aharon
sinned, since they had no children, Hashem was forced to
punish them immediately.

To explain the correlation between the two phrases,
Rav Yehonoson Eibeschitz, Z’T’L’, said that Chazal (Baba
Basra 116a) tell us that when David died, since he left
behind a son who followed in his footsteps, the Posuk does
not say ”"Nn*1” [“And he died”] but rather Q¥ 17 20w >3~
71n2aR [”And David lay down with his fathers”] since his
death did not symbolize the absolute termination of his life,
for he continued to live on in his son. However, when the
Posuk describes Yoav’s death, it says ”nm *3” since he did
not leave a son who followed in his ways.

Therefore, when the Torah tell us of the deaths of
Nodov and Avihu, it says ”Nn»)” and not Q¥ 3125w
7D NIax the reason being ”70m? 11 XY 0°321” - because
they left no descendants.

“And they encamped opposite the mountain.” Rashi
explains: As one person with one heart.

Hagaon Rebbi Akiva Eiger, Z’T’L’, (cited in Talilei
Oros on Parshas Yisro) explained homiletically: The unity
that Bnei Yisroel achieved at that time ”9RW> QW A" -
TnR 292 TR WX was of great assistance to them T33”
79117 - to counter the affects of the Yeitzer Hara which is
compared to a mountain (see Succa 52a).

The Lechem Rav explains that human nature is such
that when a person is wealthy and successful he attributes
his accomplishments to his own wisdom and abilities. If,
on the other hand, he has failures and misfortunes, he
blames them on Hashem or bad luck.

We can see this from the words of Naomi - “I left full”
- whatever I had was through my own accomplish-ments.
However, Hashem has returned me destitute and forlorn.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L.’Ma’aseh)

The Mishna Berura (47:28) rules that if one remains
awake the entire night he should not recite Birkas Hatorah,
but should hear the Brachos from someone else, or have in
mind to be Yotzei with the Bracha of Ahava Rabba and then
learn a bit after his Tefilla.

However, there are two ways through which one who
remained awake the entire night may recite the Birkas
Hatorah by himself:

a) If he slept a Sheinas Keva (for at least half an hour in
his bed) on Erev Yom Tov (Hagahos Rabbi Akiva
Eiger on the Mogein Avrohom 47:12, cited in Mishna
Berura 47:28).

b) If he had in mind when he recited the Birkas Hatorah
on Erev Yom Tov that they should only exempt his
Torah learning until the next morning (Teshuvos
Keren L’Dovid 59, Lu’ach Eretz Yisroel in the name
of the Aderes. According to the Nishmas Odom 3:9,
this method would not work. See Piskei Teshuvos
494:6).

1) If one divided up the five Sela’im designated for the
redemption of his firstborn among more than one
Kohein, he has fulfilled his obligation, Bedi’'avad
(Yoreh Deah 305:7, Pischei Teshuva 305:10).

2) The amount of food needed for an Eiruv Techumim is
two meals, which is equal to six Bei'im [eggs] of bread
or certain other foods (Orach Chaim 409:7).

3) In a leap year when Rosh Hashana falls on Thursday,
Parshas Naso immediately precedes Shavuos (see Tur,
Orach Chaim 428).

4) Esther 8:9.

5) Yom Hameyuchas (see Tshuvos Ha'elef Lecha Shlomo
331; Aruch Hashulchan, Orach Chaim 494:7; Likutei
Mabharich).

6) According to one Midrash (Rus Rabba 6:2), Boaz was
80 and Rus was 40. According to the Yalkut Shimoni
(Vayechi 156) Boaz was over 400 years old.

7) One should have a special set of clothes for Shabbos
(Rus Rabba 5:12).

8) Three hours (Targum Yonoson, Devorim 32:4).

9) Efraim preceeded Menashe in regard to the Degalim,
the Nesi’im, the Korbonos and the order of the
Shevatim (see Ba’al Haturim, Bemidbar 2:18).

10) Dan (Rashi, Bemidbar 10:25).

11) To show how beloved the descendants of Aharon are
since they represent the crown of Kehuna. Similarly,
Eir and Onan are often mentioned to show how
beloved Yehuda - who represents Kesser Malchus is
(Terumas Hadeshen, Pesakim 114).

12) The mountains and trees (Machzor Vitri p. 628, #508).

13) The Mida of Kin’ah - jealousy (see Kli Yokor, Vayikra
9:3).
