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“And you shall not desecrate My holy Name, and |
shall be sanctified in the midst of Bnei Yisroel.”

Chilul Hashem is the most severe Aveira to atone for.
How can one achieve atonement for desecrating the Name
of Hashem? The only way to do so in this world is by
causing a Kiddush Hashem.

The Ramban notes that this is the significance of the
juxtaposition of the two phrases in the Posuk: “And you
shall not desecrate My holy Name” - and if you did so, you
must see to it that, “l shall be sanctified in the midst of Bnei
Yisroel” ...

(2%:23) 79R7W? "12 JIN2 WPV

“And | shall be sanctified in the midst of Bnei
Yisroel.”

Chazal deduce the Mitzva of Kiddush Hashem
[sanctifying G-d’s Name], from the verse Dovid Hamelech
wrote in Tehillim, “We have been killed for Your sake all
day; we are considered as sheep brought to the slaughter.”

How is it possible for one to be killed daily for the
sanctification of Hashem's Name?

The Rashba (Teshuvos 55) explains that since we
recite Krias Shema twice a day in which we proclaim the
obligation to love Hashem with all of our souls - which
Chazal interpret as meaning that we must express our love
of Hashem to the extent of being willing to give up our
lives for His sake - it is considered as though we are killed
in sanctification of Hashem's Name every day.

(:22) 793 DAWT DN 0o% an1poY”

“And you shall count from the day after the Shabbos
[the first day of Pesach] ...”

Many Meforshim ask: Why don’t we recite the Bracha
of Shehechiyanu on the first night of Sefiras Ha’omer just
as we do before performing every Mitzva which comes at
set intervals?

The Rashba (Teshuvos 126) answers that the Mitzva
of Sefira applies only during the time of the Beis
Hamikdash when the people counted the days until the
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Shtei Ha’Lechem would be sacrificed on Shavuos.
However, now that we are in Golus, we count Sefira only
as a remembrance of what took place when the Beis
Hamikdash existed. Therefore, we do not recite
Shehechiyanu, for the act of counting causes us anguish
since it reminds us of the destruction of the Temple, and
Shehechiyanu is recited only for a Mitzva from which a
person derives joy.
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“You shall dwell in Succos for seven days ... so that
your future generations will know that | caused Bnei
Yisroel to dwell in Succos when | took them out of the land
of Egypt.”

Chazal tell us that the Succos which we build, are to
commemorate the Clouds of Glory with which Hashem
surrounded us during our stay in the wilderness.

Why do we make a remembrance only to the Clouds
of Glory and not to the Mon and the well of water which
traveled with Bnei Yisroel in the wilderness?

Hagaon Reb Zalman Sorotzkin, Z'T'L’, explained that
when Bnei Yisroel were in the wilderness they were
likened to the army of Hashem [Tzivos Hashem].
Therefore, that a king should provide his troops with food
and water [as represented by the Be ‘air and the Mon] is not
out of the ordinary. However, if the king gives his troops a
medal or any other distinction [as represented by the
Clouds of Glory] this merits commemoration.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

Although the Mitzva of “V’Kidashto” applies only
towards a Kohein, it is nevertheless preferable to give
precedence to a Leivi over a Yisroel in regard to leading
Bentching or reciting Hamotzi for others and receiving
Tzedaka if he is equal to the Yisroel in wisdom. We see
this concept in regard to Kri’as Hatorah where the Leivi
preceeds Yisroelim (Mishna Berura 201:3).

The Rav Shulchan Aruch (201:3) writes there while
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there is no Mitzva of V’kidashto concerning a Leivi,
nevertheless, one who gives a Leivi precedence merits
longevity (Arichas Yomim).

1) Can a Kohein touch a knife which came in contact with
a dead body?

12) Is the husband’s obligation to defile himself and
mourn his wife a Torah or Rabbinic obligation?

13) Where do we find that in order not to fulfill a Mitzva
one must have specific intent not to be Yotzei?

ANSWERS

1) There is a dispute among the Rishonim concerning
whether Kohanim are permitted to come in contact
with a metal instrument which became defiled through
a dead body. The Rama (YYoreh Deah 369) says that
the custom is to permit such contact.

2) Inacity [or Shul] where there are all Kohanim and one
Yisroel, the Yisroel always receives the first Aliya
because of Darkei Sholom (Orach Chaim 135:12).

3) If one slaughtered an animal and found her to be a
Treifa, it is forbidden to slaughter her offspring on the
same day. However, if it was a Neveila, it would be
permissible (Yoreh Deah 16:9, Shach 18).

4) A Kohein Godol may not be married to more than one
woman at a time (Rambam, Hil. Isurei Bi'ah 17:13; see
Ra’avad, loc. cit.).

5) The Kohein Godol was permitted to leave the Beis
Hamikdash for an hour or two during the daytime
(Rambam, Hil. Klei Hamikdash 5:7).

6) The Mon began to fall (Shabbos 67b, Rashi, Shmos
16:1). According to a Midrash cited by the Chasam
Sofer (Teshuvos, Yoreh Deah 233), it began to fall on
the eighteenth of lyar, which is Lag B’Omer.

7) They fall on the same day of the week each year
(Orach Chaim 428:1).

8) There are various opinions concerning his status (see
Minchas Chinuch 264:11).

9) The Mashu’ach Milchomo (see Rambam, Hilchos
Isurei Bi’ah 17:1).

10) Yes (Minchas Chinuch 269:10. Also see Teshuvos
Chacham Tzvi 13).

11) The Nozir - since his sanctity is only of a temporary
nature (Rambam, Hilchos Aveil 3:9).

12) The Rambam (ibid. 2:1, 7) writes that it is Midivrei
Sofrim while the Kesef Mishna maintains that it is
Mide’ oraysa.

13) According to the Shulchan Aruch HaRav (489:12), if
one hears the Shli’ach Tzibbur or someone else count
Sefiras Ha’Omer Bein Hashmashos, he must have
specific intent not to be Yotzei in order to be able to
count later with a Bracha.
