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“And Moshe called Hoshea bin Nun, ‘Yehoshua’.”

Rashi explains that Moshe added a Yud [from
Hashem’s Name] to the name of Hoshea as an allusion to
the prayer that he had offered on his behalf: May Hashem
save you from the evil counsel of the other spies.

Why did Moshe pray only for Yehoshua and not for
Kaleiv or any of the other Meraglim?

The Kehillas Yitzchok explains that Moshe knew that
it was possible that the spies would speak disparagingly
about Eretz Yisroel because they knew that as long as Bnei
Yisroel would not enter Eretz Yisroel, they would remain
Nesi’im [princes of their respective tribes]. However, once
the nation would enter the Promised Land, they would lose
their positions of prominence. It was, therefore, to their
advantage to see to it that Bnei Yisroel remain in the
wilderness for as long a period as possible.

It is very likely, though, that Moshe dismissed that
thought since at the time that he sent them on their mission
the Meraglim were still righteous and would not have
entertained such self-serving plans. His only concern was
for Yehoshua, who, upon hearing the prophecy of Eldad
and Meidad [that Moshe would die and Yehoshua would
bring the people into Eretz Yisroel] became very upset at
the thought of losing his beloved mentor. This being the
case, Moshe feared that Yehoshua, acting Lesheim
Shomayim as he perceived it, might be inclined to
encourage a suggestion that they attempt to delay Bnei
Yisroel’s entry into Eretz Yisroel for as long a period as
possible. It was for this reason that Moshe prayed
specifically for Yehoshua that he not become involved in
any plots.

The Knesses Yechezkel explained that Moshe did not
deem it necessary to pray for Kaleiv because, as the Zohar
says, the Meraglim spoke disparagingly about Eretz
Yisroel since they knew that they would lose the positions
of prominence that they held in the wilderness once they
would enter Eretz Yisroel. Why would they lose their
positions? The answer is, because once they entered Eretz
Yisroel, the people were commanded to annoint a king.
However, since Kaleiv came from the tribe of Yehuda from
which the monarchy stems, even when they would enter
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Eretz Yisroel he would most likely retain his power for, as
the Nossi of Yehuda he would be a prime candidate to
become king ...

(M19:3°) 7781 NIPITH NI DY

“And the cities are greatly fortified ...”

Rashi, explaining the Targum notes that it implies that
there were round palaces.

Hagaon Rav Zalman, Z'T’L’, of Volozhin, noted that
even with this statement the Meraglim attempted to speak
Loshon Horo about the land. Bnei Yisroel were promised
that when they would come into Eretz Yisroel they would
uncover great treasures hidden in the walls of houses which
will be required to be destroyed when they are afflicted
with Tzara’as. However, Chazal tell us (Nego’im 12:1)
that round houses cannot become impure with 7zara as.
Therefore, even if the land were filled with round palaces,
there would be no way to unearth those treasures.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

The Rivash (cited by the Beis Yoseif Orach Chaim
153) rules that a Sefer Torah that is not Kosher (Posul) does
not have the sanctity of a Sefer Torah.

Others note that this does not mean that it has no
sanctity at all - rather, it does not have the same sanctity as
a Kosher Sefer Torah.

The Nodah B’Yehuda (Yoreh Deah I 71) proves that a
Sefer Torah Posul does not lose the Kedusha of a Kosher
Sefer Torah from the fact that when an invalid Sefer Torah
is corrected, it is not necessary to re-sanctify all the Names
of Hashem.

8) Of the seven nations that inhabited Eretz Yisroel, why
did Cana’an merit having the land named for it - Eretz
Cana’an?

9) Where are the two places in the Torah in which Doson
and Aviram are quoted?

10) When was Hashem’s conditional promise to make
Moshe a great nation actually realized? (Bemidbar
14:12)

11) Why is ”%15wx Ym” written once (13:23) without a
“Vov” and later with a “Vov™?

12) By what other name (13:24) was Yefuneh - the father
of Kaleiv - known in the Torah?

13) Who was the father of Achiman, Sheishai and Talmei?

14) How many pomegranates and how many figs did the
Meraglim bring back with them?

ANSWERS

1) Tosafos in Sota (34a) quote a Yerushalmi in which
Rabbi Yishmoel says that there were twelve
Meraglim, while Rabbi Akiva maintains that they
numbered 24. [He deduces this from the fact that the
Torah repeats the phrase, “one man, one man” when
relating the command to send Meraglim.]

2) According to Rashi and Tosafos (Menachos 38a), two
threads [which, when doubled appeared as four] were
colored with Techeiles. The Rambam (Hil. Tzitzis 1:2)
is of the opinion that only one thread [which appeared
as two] was dyed.

3) According to the Sifri (Beha’aloscho), Kaleiv married
Miryam. The Gemorah (Megilla 13a) states that he
married Bisya bas Paroh.

4) Yehoshua married Rochov after she converted
(Megilla 14b).

5) According to the Mordechai (cited by the Rama, Orach
Chaim 13:3) if one has an invalid Tallis on Shabbos
and he is ashamed to be seen without it, he may wear
it without a Bracha. However, he may not wear it into
a public domain because it would be considered as
carrying the invalid 7Zzitziyos (Orach Chaim 301:38).

6) Nothing (Sota 34a. See, however, Bemidbar Rabba
16:14).

7) To spy Yazer (with Pinchas, see Targum Yonoson
Bemidbar 21:32).

8) Among the many reasons are: a) The capital city of the
Seven Nations was located in Cana’an’s portion; b)
When Cana’an heard that Bnei Yisroel were coming
to their land, they left, and were relocated to “Afriki”
(presumably, somewhere in Africa) [Midrash
Hagadol].

9) Shmos (5:21); Bemidbar (14:2).

10) The descendants of Rechavya (who was descended
from Moshe) numbered 600,000 (see Bemidbar Rabba
16:25).

11) According to Chiddushei Rabbeinu Chaim Paltiel, the
place was originally named for Eshkol, the
acquaintance of Avrohom Avinu. After the Meraglim
came it became known as Nachal Eshkol (with a Vov)
to commemorate the cluster of grapes that the
Meraglim cut.

12) According to the Bavli (Sota 11b), he was Chetzron
ben Peretz. (However, see Yerushalmi Kiddushin 1:2).

13) Efron ben Tzochar (Targum Yonoson, Devorim 1:28).

14) From the Gemorah (Sota 34a) it seems that they took
only one of each. However, the Tanna D’Vei Eliyahu
Rabba (29) says that they took five of each.
