“And Hashem opened the mouth of the donkey ...”

What was the purpose of this miracle?

The Kli Yokor explains that Hashem wished to show
Bilom that he and the donkey were on an equal par because
the donkey does not speak by nature, but began speaking
for the honor of Yisroel. [Rashi says that it asked Bilom
why he was going to curse Bnei Yisroel.] So too, Hashem
gave the power of prophecy to Bilom for the sole purpose
of bringing honor to Bnei Yisroel - so that the other nations
of the world would not be able to say that if they would
have had a prophet as Bnei Yisroel did, they would have
mended their ways.

(3:32) 7BW 797V

“And he [Bilom] went alone ...”

The Gemorah (Shabbos 17) says that Chazal forbade
eating the bread and oil of idolaters, because this might lead
to drinking their wine - 13 QW 73W1 1ND. And they
forbade their wine because this could lead to assimilating
with their daughters.

The Chasam Sofer, Z'T'L', notes that the word "dw’
can be interpreted as an acronym for 71°*,1nD ,73nw. Bilom
wished to cause Bnei Yisroel to sin with the daughters of
Moav. How did he attempt to accomplish this? By inducing
Bnei Yisroel to consume the bread, oil, and wine of the
Moavites.

This thought is hinted in the expression ”*pwW 791" -
and he went with the plan of "pw.

“A fence on either side.”

The Targum Yonoson explains that the stone fence
that Bilam encountered when he went to curse Bnei Yisroel
was the Gal-Eid - the pile of stones that Yaakov and Lovon
erected as a testimony that neither would harm the other,
or the others’ descendants. Now that Bilam, who Chazal
say was Lovon (see Sanhedrin 105a), was about to violate
their pact, the Gal-Eid which bore testimony to their
agreement was there to remind him of his responsibilities.
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The Chizkuni writes that Bilam became crippled when the
donkey pressed his leg against the wall.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

The Prisha (Yoreh Deah 265) brings from the Hagahos
Maimoniyos the practice in Eretz Yisroel was that the
Mohel placed the Orla into water, while in Bavel they
would place it into earth.

For those who use earth, when a Bris takes place on
Shabbos, there can be a number of serious Halachic issues:
digging, bringing the earth in from outside where there is
no Eiruv, moving Muktza [if the earth was not set aside
from before Shabbos] etc.

According to some (Sefer Ha’itim), it is forbidden to
place the Orla into earth on Shabbos, while others permit
doing so provided that the earth was designated before
Shabbos for use at the Milah (see Bach). Some have the
custom of leaving the Orla on the Kisei Shel Eliyahu until
after Shabbos (Minhagei Vermaisa).

11) Who hired Bilam and his father to curse another
nation?
12) Who were the seven prophets of the Umos Ha 'olam?
13) Who were “the elders of Midyan” (22:4)?
14) Who enacted the Gezeira on Stam Yei nam?

ANSWERS

1) The rule of Kana'im Pog'im Bo applies to a person who
steals one of the Klei Shoreis of the Beis Hamikdash;
to one who blasphemes Hashem with the name of an
Avoda Zoro; and to one who sins publicly with a non-
Jewess (Sanhedrin 81b).

2) When Lemech heard that he had killed Kayin, he
clapped his hands in anguish, and in the process killed
his son, Tuval Kayin (see Rashi Bereishis 4:23).

3) The one Bracha of Bilam that had a lasting positive
effect was that Bnei Yisroel should always have Shuls
and Batei Medrash - 7331 978 1230 7»” (Sanhedrin
105b)

4) According to the Midrash, before going to Midyan,
Moshe ruled Kush for forty years. He succeeded Bilam
as king of Kush (Yalkut Shimoni, Shmos 168).

5) Bilam hit, rather than cursed his donkey, because he
knew that he couldn't give more than one curse per
day, and wanted to save it to curse Bnei Yisroel.
Another explanation is that Bilam's curses were
effective because he was familiar with the precise
moment of Divine anger each day. However, when he
became angry at his donkey the time of Divine wrath
had not occurred (Ba'al Haturim 22:23).

6) Balak (Bemidbar Rabba 20:7).

7) Yanis and Yamris (Targum Yonoson 22:22).

8) Moshe stopping the sun (Ba’al Haturim 22:2).

9) They both began their “careers” by interpreting
dreams (see Targum Yonoson 22:5; Tanchuma

Yoshon, Balak 5).

10) According to the Rama Mi’Pano in Sefer Hagilgulim,
Rabbi Akiva was a gilgul of Zimri and the wife of
Turnus-rufus was a gilgul of Kozbi, and when she
converted and married Rabbi Akiva in a permissible
manner without causing him to sin (see Tosafos and
Ran on Nedarim 50b), it rectified the sin of Zimri and
Kozbi.

11) Before Sichon waged war on Mo’av, he hired Bilam
and his father to curse Mo’av (Tanchuma, Balak 4).

12) Bilam and his father Be’or, Iyov, Elifaz, Bildad,
Tzofar, and Elihu (see Baba Basra 15b). The Yalkut
Midrashei Teiman (cited in the Torah Sheleima 22,
note 81) replaces Bilam’s father with Yisro.

13) The five kings of Midyan mentioned in Parshas Matos
(31:8) - ¥y29 ,791 ,7% ,0p7 ,MR (see Ibn Ezra 22:4).
Also, see the Ramban.

14) Pinchas (Pirkei D’Rebbi Eliezer 47).
