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“And you shall return to your heart in all the nations
where Hashem has dispersed you.”

Chazal (Yalkut Tehillim 20) note that Hashem asks
Klal Yisroel that when they are in Golus, they should keep
in mind that the Shechina is also suffering with them. The
Dubner Maggid, Z'T'L', points out that this thought can
homiletically be deduced from the verse in Parshas
Nitzovim: “And you shall return to your heart” and
contemplate that “in all the nations [and lands] where He
dispersed you, Hashem, your G-d, is there,” and the
Shechina is suffering with you ...

“For it [the Torah] is exceedingly close to you - in your
mouth and in your heart - to observe it.”

Chazal (Eruvin 54) state: When is it close to you?
When it is in your mouth and heart to observe.

The Torah Temima explains that if one merely studies
the Torah as an intellectual pursuit but with no intention of
observing it, the knowledge that he attains does not make a
lasting impression on him. When is the Torah close to you?
Only if one studies it with the intention of observing it.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L.’Ma’aseh)

The Rema (Orach Chaim 581:1) writes that in some
places the custom is that the one who leads Selichos serves
as the Shli’ach Tzibbur the entire day.

The Mishna Berura (14) writes that some hold that he
should even lead the Ma’ariv of the previous night.

The Mogein Avrohom writes that the one who leads
Selichos even takes precedence to lead the Davening over
an Aveil, Mohel, or one who has Yahrtzeit.

Many Poskim hold that nowadays it is not customary
that the one who led Selichos leads all the Tefillos during
the day (see Aruch Hashulchan 581:6; Binyan Shlomo 37;
and Tefilla K’Hilchoso 23, note 8, who quotes Hagaon Rav
S.Y. Elyashiv ZT"L, that the practice in Yerushalayim is
not to be particular about this).
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Some say that the custom of the one who led Selichos
should lead all of the Tefillos applied only when the
Shli’ach Tzibbur would recite the entire Davening out loud
and be Motzi the Tzibbur; not nowadays when everyone
Davens for himself and the Shli’ach Tzibbur just recites the
end of each section out loud.

The She’arim Metzuyanim B’Halacha (128, Kuntrus
Acharon 6) explains, based on the Elya Rabba that it was
once customary that whoever served as a Shli’ach Tzibbur
during the days of Selichos would fast on that day. Thus,
instead of having two or three people fasting, the one who
led the Selichos [who was already fasting for that purpose]
would also lead Shacharis and Mincha, instead of asking
another person to lead Shacharis [and fast] and a third
person to lead Mincha [and fast].

Nowadays, however, where it is not customary that
those who lead Davening during the days of Selichos fast,
it doesn’t make a difference if different people lead the
Tefillos.

ANSWERS
The Da'as Zekeinim (30:12) point out that the first
letters of the words: 7 nwa 12 793 *»” spell the
word Milah. This is an allusion to the fact that Moshe
merited ascending to the heavens because of the
Mitzva of Milah.
Hakheil cannot take place on Shabbos (Megilla 5a).
According to the Turei Even in Rosh Hoshana, when
Yoveil followed Shmitta, Hakheil was read after
Yoveil. Thus, there was an eight-year interval between
one Hakheil and the next.
Sirtut may not be added after a Mezuza was written
(Teshuvos Rabbi Akiva Eiger 50).
According to one Midrash cited by the Da'as Zekeinim
(Devorim 31:26), Gavriel took the thirteenth Sefer
Torah which Moshe wrote on the day of his death, and
transported it to the Heavenly Beis Din.
Hagaon Rav Y.S. Elyashiv, Z'T'L', holds that he does.
Hagaon Rav Chaim Kanievsky, Shlita, said that he
once asked this to the Chazon Ish, Z'T'L', who said that
it is not necessary (Sefer Notrei Amein 10, note 8).
The Me'aras Hamachpeila (Yalkut Shimoni 965).
Yes. He also adds seven Brachos (see Rambam,
Hilchos Chagiga 3:4).

9) No (see Rambam, Hilchos Melochim 3:1; Minchas

Chinuch 613:5).

10) There is an opinion in Shulchan Aruch (Yoreh Deah

281:4) that disqualifies a Mamzeir from writing a
Sefer Torah. However, the Minchas Chinuch (613:9)
rules that he is obligated to hire others to write one for
him.
