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“And Yitzchok planted during that year and he found
a hundred measures ...”

Hagaon Rav Yehonoson Eibeschitz, Z'T'L', notes that
Yitzchok did not plant in the land of the Plishtim until that
time because he was afraid that if the Plishtim would see
the bountiful crops that would grow they would realize that
he was indeed married to Rivka [and was not her single
brother] since Chazal tell us that one who lives without a
wife, lives without Bracha (Yevamos 63).

Therefore, the Posuk emphasizes that Yitzchok
planted “in that year” - the year after it was revealed to the
Plishtim that he was married to Rivka and there was no
longer any danger in having people becoming aware of
their marital status.

“And Eisov hated Yaakov because of the Bracha that
his father blessed him ...”

Hagaon Reb Yehonoson Eibeschitz, Z'T'L', asked: If a
butcher asks the Rov a question about an animal, and the
Rov declares the animal to be “Traife”, the butcher does
not yell or abuse the Rov, but accepts his ruling. Why is it
then, that if this same butcher would take someone to the
Rov regarding a minute monetary matter, and the Rov
would rule against him, the butcher would complain, and
shout, and refuse to accept the Rov's decision?

The answer is: When the Rov rules that the animal is
“Traife”, only the butcher loses: his friend does not gain.
However, when the Rov rules that the butcher must pay his
friend, what bothers the butcher is not so much that he will
lose, as much as the fact that his friend will gain.

The same was true here: Eisov hated Yaakov because
Yaakov received the Bracha - 79°2x 1372 9WX 713727 27 -
and not because he lost it ...

(71:72) 7IAR O 0°IW O3 PIWR N7

“Why will I be bereaved of both of you on one day?”
Why was Rivka concerned about losing Eisov?

The Brisker Rov, Z'T'L', explained that Rivka knew

that great men were destined to come from Eisov who
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would convert or be helpful to Bnei Yisroel [e.g. Ovadia,
the descendants of Haman who disseminated Torah,
Antoninus, etc.]. However, the chances of any good
coming from Eisov depended on the existence of Yaakov
and his descendants - for only if Bnei Yisroel would exist
would it be possible for Bnei Eisov to convert. According
to this, if Yaakov would be killed, then it would be
impossible for any good to come from Eisov.

This, then was the intent of Rivka when she said that
if Yaakov were to be killed, she would immediately be
bereaved of both of her sons - since, even if Eisov would
live, nothing positive could come from him ...

“And Yitzchok called Yaakov and blessed him and
commanded him ... ‘Do not take a wife from the daughters
of Cana'an.””

The Chofetz Chaim, Z'T'L’, pointed out that we see
from here that if one wishes to influence his children to
follow the proper path, he should not be unduly harsh with
them, but rather, follow the example of Yitzchok.
Originally, he blessed Yaakov 730X 772”1 and spoke to
him softly, and only afterwards he requested of him not to
marry a daughter of Cana'an ...

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

The Yerushalmi (Bikurim 3:3) learns from the fact that
the Torah calls the woman whom Eisov married Machalas,
that a Chosson is forgiven (Mochalin) for all of his sins.

In the Shulchan Aruch (Even Ho'ezer 61:1) it is
mentioned that it is customary for a Chosson and Kallah to
fast on their wedding day. One reason is, to do Teshuva for
their Aveiros.

It would seem from this that it is necessary for the
Chosson and Kallah to do Teshuva in order for the
atonement to take place.

However, the fact that we learn this concept from
Eisov who did not repent, it would seem that Teshuva is
not necessary.
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The S'dei Chemed (Ma'areches Chosson V'challah 4)
concludes that the need for the Chosson and Kallah to do
Teshuva for the Kapara to take effect is a Machlokes
between the Bavli (that requires Teshuva) and the
Yerushalmi (that does not require it).

14) What image was tatooed on Eisov's thigh?

15) Why did Yaakov grab onto Eisov's heel?

ANSWERS

1) The Midrash (Tanchuma, Parshas Ki Seitzei) states
that Rivka was unable to bear any children after she
gave birth to Eisov and Yaakov because Eisov injured
her while he was being delivered.

2) According to various Midrashim (cited by Rashi and
the Chizkuni 25:23), the one who told Rivka that she
was pregnant with twins was either Sheim or
Avrohom.

3) Eisov wore royal garments when he took care of his
father (Bereishis Rabba 65:16).

4) A mourner may not eat the Se'udas Havra'a [the first
meal after returning from the burial] from his own
food (Mo'eid Koton 27; Yoreh Deah 378).

5) According to one view of Chazal (Baba Kama 93a)
Yitzchok became blind as a result of the curse that
Avimelech gave Sara.

6) When Eisov asked Yaakov why he was cooking the
lentil soup, Yaakov explained that Avrohom had died
and that the soup was for the Se'udas Havra'a. Upon

hearing that Avrohom died, Eisov said that if such a
righteous person as Avrohom died at a young age
[younger than Adam and Noach] this shows that there
is no reward for one's actions and no Techiyas
Hameisim (Bereishis Rabba 63:11).

7) Nimrod and his son, Chanoch (Targum Yonoson
5:27).

8) When Eisov asked for “Ha 'adom Ha’adom” twice, he
was asking for reddish gold as well as the red lentils
(Midrash Lekach Tov, Bereishis 25:34).

9) Let the Mazal of his Avoda Zara arise (Bereishis
Rabba 65:18).

10) Eisov said that he would kill his brother Yaakov, and
asked Yishmael to kill his father, Yitzchok. When
Yishmael told Eisov to kill Yitzchok himself he
replied that there is an historical precedent for a
brother to kill a brother - when Kayin killed Hevel.
However, there is no historical precedent for patricide
- a son killing his father (Midrash Hagadol 28:9).

11) Either since her pain would cause them distress which
would interfere with their powers of prophecy, or
because of her Tzni'us, she wished to hide her pain
from her husband and father-in-law (Tosafos
Hashaleim, 25:22, #15).

12) Yaakov (see Tosafos, Ta'anis 29b).

13) Possibly - a similar voice (Ramban 27:12).

14) A snake (Sefer Hatziyuni 25:25. See Targum Unkelos
and Yonoson on 25:25 - 157°wn1 723).

15) Since Eisov is likened to a Chazir (Tehillim 80:14) and
the sign of purity in a Chazir is in his hoof, Yaakov
wished to touch the only "pure" part of him (Moshav
Zekeinim 25:26).
