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“And Moshe said to Yehoshua, ‘Choose men for us,
and go out and wage war against Amalek.”” The Midrash
asks: Why did he choose Yehoshua to lead the battle? It
answers: Moshe said to Yehoshua, “Your ancestor (Y oseif)
said, ‘I fear Hashem’, and concerning Amalek, it says that
he did not fear Hashem. It is fitting, then, that a descendant
of the one who said, ‘I fear G-d’, should punish the one
about whom it is written, ‘And he did not fear G-d’.”

What does this Midrash wish to teach us?

The Kehilas Yitzchok explained that when two nations
wage war against each other, each one attempts to infiltrate
the enemy camp to discover what weapons the other side
has in its arsenal. It hopes that if it, too, will secure the same
types of arms as its enemy, it will be able to defeat them.
The Torah states that the weapon of Amalek was a total
absence of fear of G-d, which manifested itself through
cruelty, dishonesty, and moral depravity. This being the
case, Moshe feared that Bnei Yisroel might be induced, in
their war against Amalek, to “fight fire with fire” and to
stoop to their level of evil. Therefore he selected Yehoshua,
who was descended from Yoseif who epitomized fear of
Hashem, to emphasize that the armaments of Klal Yisroel
are Yiras Shomayim and exemplary character traits. Only
when 77" RIp1 /71 QW °3 PR MY 9 X7V - “The nations
of the world see that the Name of Hashem is discernable
on you,” can we hope that: 7Jmm 1R - “they will fear

you.

“And Bnei Yisroel left Egypt armed. And Moshe took
Yoseif's bones with him ...”

Hagaon Rav Berel Soloveitchick, Z'T'L', noted that the
juxtaposition of these two verses teaches us that the
armaments of Klal Yisroel were the bones of Yoseif, for
Chazal tell us that the Yam Suf split when it saw the bones
of Yoseif [and all of his merits]. Thus, since the sea split
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and the Egyptians drowned because of the merit of Yoseif,
his bones were considered the arms of Klal Yisroel.

“And when Moshe would raise his hand, Yisroel was
victorious ...”

The Chofetz Chaim, Z'T'L’, noted that the Torah uses
the future tense - Yarim - instead of the past tense - Heirim
- to teach us that throughout Jewish history whenever the
power of Torah will be elevated, then Bnei Yisroel will be
victorious. If not, Chas V'Sholom, then Amaleik will
succeed.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L.’Ma’aseh)

In the Sefer Derech Sicha (p. 257), Hagaon Rav Chaim
Kanievsky, shlita, cites the P'sak of the Chazon Ish, Z'T'L',
to Hagaon Rav Moshe Soloveitchik, Z'T'L!, that if one is
only permitted to eat fruit and may not eat bread, fruit is
considered his Seuda, and one can fulfill his obligation of
Kiddush B'makom Seuda by eating fruit. He brings a proof
to this from the fact that we learn the obligation of three
meals on Shabbos from the Mon which was not bread, but
yet it was called "Lechem" since this was the food that they
subsisted on.

This Halacha is also found in the Hagahos Ya'avetz on
Pesachim 114b. However, see Igros Moshe (Orach Chaim
1V:40:25) who disagrees with this.

ANSWERS

1) Nachshon ben Aminadov, the first one to enter the sea,
was the grandfather of Boaz (see Rus 4:3).

2) According to the Ashkenazim, the longest Haftarah is
the one for Parshas Beshalach.

3) Devorah's husband had three names: Barak, Lapidos
and Michael (Yalkut Shimoni, Shoftim, 42).

4) According to most Poskim, it is permissible to visit
Egypt in our times (see Rambam, Hil. Melochim 5:7-
8; Radvaz, loc. cit.)

5) It is generally forbidden to feed undomesticated
animals on Shabbos because this is considered an
unnecessary Tircha [effort]. In addition, it might lead
to Tzad [capturing] (See Mishna Berura 324:29 and
497:4).

6) The Taz (Orach Chaim 430) writes that it was on the
tenth of Nissan. The Da'as Zekeinim (12:8) writes that
it was on Pesach.

7) Clay (Da'as Zekeinim 16:33).

8) He cut off their hands and feet (Da'as Zekeinim 17:13).

9) So that they should not see the bones of Bnei Efraim
who had left Egypt earlier and were killed by the
Plishtim (Shmos Rabba 2:10).

10) 200,000 (Mechilta).

11) Doson and Aviram (Midrash Agada 14:3).

12) Pi Hachiros (Midrash Lekach Tov).

13) According to the Midrash Agadah, she was addressing
the Malachim.

14) According to Rabbeinu Bachya (introduction to
Parshas Beshalach), as Bnei Yisroel walked into the
Yam Suf they saw it slowly split before them.

(Rashi, citing the Mechilta on 15:12), or because they
performed Chessed towards Yaakov (Pirkei D'Rebbi
Eliezer 39), or they honored Yaakov in bringing him
to burial (Hadar Zekeinim).

17) Either 900,000 (Rokei'ach) or 1,800,000 (Sefer
Hayashar).
