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“You shall not take the meat [of the Korbon Pesach]
outside, nor shall you break a bone in it.”

Why does the Torah use the singular term ”X°%n X%~
in regard to the prohibition of bringing the meat to another
place to eat it, while, when referring to the issur of breaking
a bone in the Korbon Pesach, it uses the plural 7172wn x%”?

The Pninim Yekorim answers that the Minchas
Chinuch is of the opinion that the prohibition of eating a
portion of the Korbon Pesach in two different locations
applies only to an individual. However, if an entire group
decided to change its location in the middle of eating, it is
permissible. It is for this reason that the Torah uses the
singular term in reference to the prohibition of Hotza'a.

However, the prohibition of breaking a bone in the
Korbon Pesach applies equally to an individual as well as
to a group. Therefore, the Torah says 172wn X5.

“And you shall guard the Matzos for [they
commemorate the fact that] in the midst of this day I
removed your hosts from the land of Egypt.”

Rashi, quoting Chazal in the Mechilta, says: do not
read it “Es Ha'matzos” [and you shall guard the Matzos];
but rather, “Es Ha'mitzvos” [you shall guard the Mitzvos].

What is the relationship between the particular Mitzva
of Matza and and all the other Mitzvos in the Torah?

The Sha'ar Bas Rabim explains that the Arizal said that
one who scrupulously avoids ingesting even the minutest
amount of chometz on Pesach is assured of not sinning
during the coming year. According to this, we can
understand the words of the Mechilta: If one takes great
pains in guarding the Matzos to be certain that the slightest
bit of leaven does not come in contact with it nx ananwy”
»mxni, then he can be assured that he will receive Divine
assistance enabling him to observe all of the other Mitzvos
("PMxni DX DNIPYY”).
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“So that the words of Hashem should be in your mouth

Hagaon Rav Chaim Z'T'L’ of Volozhin once came into
the Yeshiva of Volozhin and saw two students who were
engaged in idle talk.

When he asked them what they were discussing they
replied that they were trying to imagine how the Yeitzer
Hara reacts upon seeing so many hundreds of young men
studying Torah with such diligence.

Rav Chaim said to them: “I'll tell you what the Yeitzer
Hara is thinking. Talk about me as much as you like, as
long as you don't learn Torah ...”

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L.’Ma’aseh)

The Tur and Shulchan Aruch (Orach Chaim 419) rule
that it is a Mitzva to have extra food during one's meal on
Rosh Chodesh.

The Mishna Berura (2) writes that it is sufficient to add
an extra food to the day meal in honor of Rosh Chodesh.

The Taz, citing the Yerushalmi writes that when Rosh
Chodesh falls on Shabbos one should make a Seuda on
Sunday in honor of Rosh Chodesh since it is not noticeable
on Shabbos that he is adding special foods in honor of Rosh
Chodesh.

The Bach writes that one should extend the Seuda
Shlishis until the night and through that be Yotzei with a
Seudas Rosh Chodesh.

The Siddur Yaavetz writes that one should add extra
foods for Seudas Melave Malka. The Ba'eir Heiteiv, citing
the Knesses Hagedolah, writes that the Medakdekim add an
extra food in addition to what they would normally eat on
Shabbos. The Aruch Hashulchan questions why people are
not careful with Seudas Rosh Chodesh, and suggests that it
could be since it is not mentioned in the Bavli.

2) How can one transgress a Lav for eating something at
one time and be Chayov Koreis for eating the same
amount of it at another time [where there is no question
of Issur Chal Al Issur]?

3) How many angels of destruction came down to smite
the Egyptians?

4) How is it possible for two people to be circumcised on
Erev Pesach, and one is permitted to eat the Pesach
Rishon while the second must wait until the Pesach
Sheini?

5) Is it permissible to eat the Korbon Pesach if one does
not have Matza and Marror?

6) When Bnei Yisroel were commanded to place the
blood over the entranceway to their homes, did it
matter if they first placed it on the two doorposts and
then on the Mashkof or if they first placed it on the
Mashkof?

7) How did the dough that Bnei Yisroel took out with
them from Egypt end up being baked?

8) When did the firstborn of Mitzrayim actually die - on
the first night of Pesach or in the morning?

9) When Bnei Yisroel left Egypt, the first place that is
mentioned is Ra’amseis. What does the name of this
city allude to?

10) What was the population of the Eirev Rav who left
Egypt with Bnei Yisroel?

11) Where was Bilam alluded to in Parshiyos Shmos,
Va'eira and Bo?

12) Did the Egyptian firstborn who were not in Egypt also
die at Makas Bechoros?

13) How many Egyptian firstborn died during Makas
Bechoros?

14) Which Mitzva - related to this week's Sidra - that
Esther performed prevented her from finding out about
Haman's decree?

ANSWERS

1) According to the Minchas Chinuch (15:1) if two
people remove part of the Korbon Pesach and each one
could have done it alone, they are nevertheless both
Chayovim for Ho'tza'a.

2) 1If one eats Chometz on Erev Pesach from after the
sixth hour until the evening, he has transgressed an
ordinary Lav. If he eats it on Pesach, he is Chayav
Koreis.

3) 90,000 myriad angels of destruction came down to
smite the Egyptians (Targum Yonoson 12:12).

4) Ifa Yisroel is circumcised on Erev Pesach, he may eat
the Pesach Rishon. A Geir who is circumcised on Erev
Pesach must wait until the 14th of Iyar to eat the
Pesach Sheini (Rambam, Hil. Korbon Pesach 6:7).

5) Yes (ibid. 8:2).

6) No (see Ba'al Haturim 12:22).

7) They placed it on their heads and it baked in the sun
(Targum Yonoson 12:39).

8) In the very beginning of Meseches S’machos, it states
that while the firstborn of Mitzrayim were smitten at
Chatzos of the night of Pesach, their Neshamos did not
leave them until the morning of Yetzi’as Mitzrayim.

9) The numerical value of Ra’amseis equals 430, which
represents the 430 years from the time that Galus
Mitzrayim was decreed to Avrohom in the Bris Bein
Habesarim until Bnei Yisroel actually were redeemed
(Mechilta).

10) There are different opinions in the Mechilta ranging
from 1.2 million to 1.8 million.

11) Bilam was the one who advised Paroh to throw all of
the Jewish newborn boys into the Nile (Shmos 1:22,
Sota 11a). He was the servant of Paroh who left his
animals in the field during Makas Barad (Targum
Yonoson 9:21), and he was the one who chased Moshe
and Aharon from the presence of Paroh (10:11;
Midrash, cited in Torah Sheleima).

12) Yes (Mechilta).

13) 600,000 (Mishnas Rebbi Eliezer 19).

14) She was preoccupied with the Mitzva of Bi'ur
Chomeitz (Koheles Rabba 8:19; Yalkut Shimoni,
Koheles 978).
