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(1:3) 7RIV PR /71 DW DX RWN XY”

“Do not take the Name of Hashem in vain.”

The Ohr Hachaim interpreted this commandment
homiletically: One is forbidden to project a facade of
frumkeit in order to deceive people into thinking that he is
a truly G-d fearing person, for by doing so he would be
bearing the Name of Hashem in vain.

(2:2) 771X DRI PAR DX 722”7

“Honor your father and mother.”

A man came to Hagaon Reb Chaim Soloveitchick,
Z'T'L', with the following question: I have heard that my
father, who lives in a distant town, has taken ill, and I feel
that it would only be proper if I would go to visit him.
However since the Halacha states that one is obligated to
honor his father with his father's money (7ax wn”) and the
son need not expend his own money, perhaps I am not
obligated to travel to him, since the train fare will cost
money?

Reb Chaim answered simply: You are right. If the train
will cost you money, you are not obligated to buy a ticket.
Go by foot, instead ...

(°: 1) 732 0ODR 5% WK 7 7192 7307 IR
“And Yisro said, ‘Blessed is Hashem Who saved you
When praising the lofty stature of the Geir Tzedek of
Vilna, the Vilna Gaon Z'T'L’, observed that Bnei Yisroel
are considered greater than the angels because they are able
to mention Hashem's name after only two words of
introduction ["Shema Yisroel ..."], while the angels must
wait until after three words of preface [“Kodosh, Kodosh,
Kodosh ...”’]. However, we see from Yisro who praised
Hashem's name after only one word of introduction
[“Boruch Hashem ...”’] that it is possible for righteous
converts to be able to achieve even higher levels than
ordinary Jews ...

(7: 1) "H PW DWW NN nmpb wn XXM
“And Moshe went out to greet his father-in-law and he
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bowed and kissed him ...”

Rashi notes that it is not clear from the wording of the
Posuk who bowed to whom.

The Binyan Shlomo quoting his father, writes that
since Chazal (Brachos 54b) tell us that, at ten Amos, Moshe
was the tallest member of Klal Yisroel, and Yisro was
likely of average height [three Amos tall], if Moshe wished
to kiss Yisro he would have had to bend over to do so.
Therefore, it was not necessary for the Posuk to specify that
Moshe bowed to Yisro.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

The Minchas Chinuch (2) writes that one who comes
to convert cannot circumcise himself since he is still a
Nochri until he undergoes Tevilla, and he will have been
circumcised by someone who is not commanded in the
Mitzva of Milah.

Some ask on the Minchas Chinuch: If so, how did
Chazal (Sanhedrin 94a) say that Yisro circumcised himself
for the sake of Geirus?

The Sefer Peninim Mi'Bei Midrasha notes that the
Masharsha asks how Yisro, who was descended from
Ketura, waited until then to circumcise himself; aren't Bnei
Ketura obligated in Milah? The Maharsha answers that it
is possible that Yisro was already circumcised, and he
merely performed the Pri'ah on himself [which perhaps
could be performed by someone who is not commanded in
the Mitzva of Pri'ah]. See the aforementioned Sefer for
further elaboration.

2) How is it possible for someone to be permitted to eat
a particular food on Shabbos, but be forbidden to eat
the same food on Motzai'ei Shabbos?

3) If one transgresses a certain prohibition of Shabbos
willfully [even in the presence of witnesses], he is

6) Whatadvice concerning Tefilla did Yisro give Moshe?

7) Which two people who opened their homes to a
Tzaddik merited sons because of this?

8) How was Yisro rewarded for welcoming Moshe (the
savior of Bnei Yisroel) when he was being pursued by
the enemy (Paroh)?

9) When did a Malach assume the appearance of Moshe?

10) Why was the Torah given in the month of Sivan whose
Mazel is Te’'omim (twins)?

11) Since Yisro was prevented from entering the camp of
Bnei Yisroel by the Clouds of Glory, how did he
inform Moshe about his arrival?

12) Who found the message that Yisro sent to Moshe?

13) Which item from Akeidas Yitzchok played a role in
Matan Torah?

14) What do we do when we learn Torah that
commemorates what Bnei Yisroel did at Matan Torah?

ANSWERS

1) If one carries a vessel on Shabbos into a public
domain, he is Chayov. However, if he carries less than
the prohibited amount of food on the same vessel, the
vessel is of secondary importance to what is in it. Thus,
since he is not Chayov for carrying out the food, he is
also exempt, from carrying out the vessel (see Shabbos
93b).

2) [Itis possible to be permitted to eat a particular food on
Shabbos but forbidden to eat it after Shabbos in the
following situations: a) If a gentile cooked for a sick
Jew on Shabbos, while the food is permissible on
Shabbos, it is forbidden after Shabbos because of
Bishul Akum (Taz, Yoreh Deah 113:15. b) If an Am
Ha'aretz says on Shabbos that he separated the
appropriate Ma'asros, it is permissible to eat that food
on Shabbos, but not after Shabbos (Rambam, Hil.
Ma'aseir 11:1).

3) If one violates the prohibition of Me'chameir [causing
an animal to carry a load in a public domain on
Shabbos] he does not receive Malkos or death
(Shabbos 154; Rambam, Hil. Shabbos 20:1-2).

4) One who kills a Cheiresh or Shoteh is executed
(Minchas Chinuch 34:1).

5) According to various sources in Chazal, Amram and

Moshe divorced their wives and later remarried them
(Sota 12b, Mechilta).

6) He told Moshe to instruct Bnei Yisroel what Tefillos
to daven in their Shuls (see Targum Yonoson 18:20).

7) Lovon and Yisro (Tanchuma, Shmos 16).

8) He merited having a descendant - Yael - who
welcomed the enemy (Sisra) when he was being
pursued by the savior (Barak) - and killed him (Shmos
Rabba 4:2).

9) When Paroh ordered that Moshe be executed, a
Malach in the guise of Moshe stood in for him
(Mechilta).

10) To signify that if Eisov (Yaakov’s twin) would wish to
convert, repent, and learn Torah, then he would be
allowed to do so (P’sikta D’Rav Kahana, cited in Otzar
Midrashim, Shmos 19:1.

11) According to the Midrash (Shmos Rabba 27:2),
Hashem told Moshe of Yisro's arrival. According to
the Tanchuma Yoshon (6) and the Tur, Yisro wrote a
letter, attached it to an arrow and shot it into the camp
of Bnei Yisroel.

12) Either Uziel, the uncle of Aharon found it and brought
it to Moshe, or the Jews who went outside of the
Ananei Hakovod to take care of their needs found the
arrow, or the arrow pierced the Ananei Hakovod and
reached Moshe (Tosafos Hashaleim 18:6, letter
Gimmel in a note).

13) The Shofar that was blown at Matan Torah came from
the ram of Yitzchok (Pirkei D'Rebbi Eliezer 31).

14) We sway back and forth (Remah, Orach Chaim 48).
