“You shall keep a constant fire burning on the
Mizbei'ach which shall not be extinguished.”

One of the miracles that took place in the Beis
Hamikdash was that the rains never extinguished the fire
of the Mizbei'ach (Avos 5:5).

Why didn't Hashem not have it rain at all on the Beis
Hamikdash and the Mizbei‘ach?

Hagaon Rav Chaim Volozhin, Z'T'L', writes in his
Sefer, Ru'ach Chaim that Hashem purposely did not keep
rain from falling on the Beis Hamikdash to teach us that
one must be willing to serve Hashem even under trying
circumstances. Only when one shows true dedication and
perseverance in Avodas Hashem does he merit miracles.

If one does not allow the rain (which is an allusion to
Parnosa see Ta'anis 2b) to extinguish the fire of Torah (see
Yirmiya 23:29) then he will certainly merit Divine
assistance.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L.’Ma’aseh)

An adult who undergoes Milah must recite Birkas
Hagomeil after he heals. However, an adult who undergoes
Milah for Geirus does not recite Hagomeil after his Tevilla
since at the time he was in Sakana he was not a Yisroel yet
(Hagaon Rav Shlomo Zalman Auerbach Z'T'L" in Halichos
Shlomo, Tefilla 23:1).

QUESTIONS OF THE WEEK

1) In which instance do we find that blood alone is
forbidden, but if a small amount of another item
[which does not change its taste at all] is mixed in, the
blood may be consumed?

2) What is permissible to consume if it is in one's mouth,
but forbidden if it is on a piece of bread or the like?

3) If one slaughters a Korbon with a knife which is
Chullin, is the Korbon valid?

4) Does the prohibition of Chailev apply to impure
animals?

5) In which situation did a certain Tanna fulfill his
obligation of Se'uda Shlishis with Divrei Torah?
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6) Where is the first time in Sefer Vayikra that Aharon's
name is mentioned alone (not Bnei Aharon)?

7) Were Aharon and his sons and the Bigdei Kehuna
annointed separately or all at one time? How were the
vessels of the Mishkan annointed?

8) Which Halacha that pertains to Tefillin do we learn
from the Posuk (7:7) 717wa %¥ wa%> 72 *019m717?

9) For how long did the fire on the Mizbei‘ach Ha'ola in
the Mishkan burn continuously?

10) Does one fulfill the Mitzva of eating Kodoshim only
if one eats a Kezayis?

11) Do animals get pleasure from pleasant aromas?

ANSWERS

1) Fish blood is forbidden [because of Mar'is Ayin]
unless fish scales are placed in it (see Yoreh Deah
66:9).

2) If one's gums are bleeding, it is permissible to swallow
the blood. However, once the blood leaves his mouth,
it is forbidden because of Mar'is Ayin (ibid. 66:10).

3) If one slaughtered a Korbon with a knife which was
Chullin, it is valid, Bedi'avad (Rambam, Hil. Ma'asei
Hakorbonos 4:7).

4) The prohibition of Cheilev does not apply to the fats
of an impure animal (Chullin 117a, Yoreh Deah 64:1).

5) The Mogein Avrohom (Orach Chaim 444:2) cites the
Sh’lah who quotes the Zohar in which it is stated that
when Erev Pesach fell on Shabbos, Rabbi Shimon bar
Yochai fulfilled his obligation of Se'uda Shlishis by
studying Torah.

6) In Parshas Tzav (6:2. See Vayikra Rabba 7:1; that this
signified that Aharon was ostracized because of his
involvement with the sin of the Eigel until Moshe
interceded on his behalf).

7) Aharon and his sons and the Bigdei Kehuna were
annointed at one time. The vessels of the Mishkan
were annointed separately (Chizkuni 8:10).

8) The prohibition of a Chatzitza (obstruction) between
one’s body and the Tefillin (Zevochim 19a).

9) Nearly 116 years: 39 years in the desert, 14 years
during the conquest and division of Eretz Yisroel, 13

years in Nov and 50 years in Givon (Vayikra Rabba
7:5).

The Tosafos Yeshonim (Yoma 39b) write that a full
Kezayis is not mandatory, but it is preferable. Many
Acharonim discuss the opinion of the Tosafos
Yeshonim (see Peninim Mibei Midrasha, Vayikra, p.
50-51).

The Maharsha (Brachos 43b) speculates that since
animals do not have a Neshama - just a Ruach Chaim,
and since Chazal say that the Neshama derives
pleasure from aromas, even though animals have the
sense of smell, perhaps they do not derive pleasure
from aromas the same way humans do.
