“You shall not burn a fire in all of your dwellings on
the day of Shabbos.”

The Akeidas Yitzchok explains homiletically that since
people are idle from work on Shabbos and they mingle
together, there are many opportunities in which
disagreements and disputes can arise. Therefore, the Torah
admonishes: You shall not fan the fires of controversy on
Shabbos.

Hagaon Rav Yehonoson Eibeschitz, Z'T'L', said that
the Torah went out of its way to mention the prohibition of
igniting or adding to a fire on Shabbos because Shabbos
commemorates the fact that Hashem abstained from any
form of Melacha after creating the world. However, Chazal
say that fire was not created until after Shabbos. This being
the case, since Hashem, Kevayachol, did not rest from this
Melacha we might think that it is not applicable to us.
Therefore, the Torah emphasizes that in spite of this it is
forbidden for us to make a fire on Shabbos.

The Divrei Yirmiya points out that Shabbos
observance is the greatest key to Jewish survival.
Therefore, after stating that the individual who desecrates
the Shabbos is punished by death, the Torah warns that
chillul Shabbos figuratively ignites a raging fire which can
spread to the entire Klal Yisroel, and ravage them, chas
v'shalom.

This is what Yirmiya meant when he said:

“And if you do not hearken to Me to sanctify the day of
Shabbos, I will ignite a fire in her walls, and it will
consume the palaces of Yerushalayim, and it will not be
extinguished.”

(722 -'l'?) 773 QRWR °12R DX IR27 ORWITY”

“And the princes brought the Avnei Shoham.”
Rashi explains the word DXwWim is written in a deficient
manner because they were derelict in their responsibilities
to contributing towards the Mishkan. They said that they
would wait to see what the rest of Klal Yisroel would give,
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and they would fill in whatever was lacking. However,
Bnei Yisroel gave all that was necessary for the Mishkan,
and the only items that the Nesi'im could contribute were
the stones for the Eifod and Choshen.

Why were the Nesi'im punished; their intentions were
good - to fill in anything that was missing?

The Brisker Rov, Z'T'L’, noted that when one has an
opportunity to perform a Mitzva, he must not make any
Cheshbonos (calculations). Rather, he must do everything
in his power to fulfill the Will of his Creator. Since
contributing to the Mishkan was a Mitzva, the Nesi'im
should have seized the opportunity to donate whatever they
could immediately.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L.’Ma’aseh)

The Gemorah cites the minority view of Rebbi Yosi
that the Torah singles out - by mentioning explicitely - the
prohibition of making a fire on Shabbos to teach us that one
who makes a fire on Shabbos receives Malkos (for a Lav)
and not Sekilla (see Shabbos 70a).

According to Rebbi Yosi that Hav'ara (igniting a fire)
is only a Lav, what is the status of Mechabeh (extinguishing
a fire) - is it a Lav or a Chiyuv Sekilla (or Chatas)?

The Tosafos Yeshanim (Shabbos 31b) writes that the
Posuk just mentions that making a fire is only a Lav. Thus,
all other Melachos - including extinguishing - are
punishable by Sekilla (or Chatas). It seems that this is also
the view of the Tosafos Yom Tov (Shabbos 4:2) and the
Mirkeves Hamishna (cited in Kovietz Al HaRambam, Hil.
Shabbos 7).

The Teshuvos Chavos Ya'ir (132) writes that the two
Melachos are interconnected, and if igniting a fire is only a
Lav, then extinguishing one is also a Lav. The Rashash
(Shabbos 73) writes that it appears that this is the view of
Tosafos (Beitza 23a). Also see Gilyonei Hashas (Shabbos
6b) and Teshuvos Har Tzvi (O.C. 149).

3) Can the Beis Hamikdash be built using bricks instead
of stones?

4) From where do we know that Beis Din cannot execute
someone on Shabbos?

5) If one plants a seed in the ground on Shabbos and
removes it before it has a chance to germinate, is he
Chayov?

6) From where did the clouds gather the stones for the
Eifod and Choshen?

7) When Moshe erected the Mishkan, what did the
Mal'achim do in Heaven?

8) Why was Moshe willing to accept the ~12121 nyav”
but refused to accept the mirrors (DIRQIXT NIXIN)
which seem to have been used more modestly?

9) What did the Mon have to do with the construction of
the Mishkan and the Bigdei Kehuna?

10) For how long a time were donations accepted for the
Mishkan?

11) What does women's jewelry have to do with Rosh
Chodesh?

12) How many loaves of impure gold had to be smelted in
order to obtain one loaf of pure gold for the vessels of
the Beis Hamikdash?

13) How do Chazal refer to Parshas Pekudei?

14) Why do we recite ”a¥11°1"1” on Motza'ei Shabbos?

ANSWERS

1) Vayakheil and Pekudei are read separately during a
Shana Peshuta when the first day of Rosh Hashana
falls on Thursday and Marcheshvan and Kisleiv
contain 30 days (Bei'ur Halacha 428, D.H. Bemidbar).

2) The Shomir was created during twilight of the first
Erev Shabbos (Avos 5; Sota 48b).

3) The Beis Hamikdash may be built of brick as well as
stone (Rambam, Hil. Beis Habechira 1:8).

4) We learn the prohibition of executing a person on
Shabbos from the verse, “You shall not burn a fire in
all your dwelling places on Shabbos” (Shmos 35:3).
This verse refers to Misas Sereifa, and it is deduced
from here that other forms of execution are likewise
forbidden on Shabbos (see Chinuch 114).

5) According to the Minchas Chinuch (32; Moseich
Hashabbos 2), if one places a seed in a place where it
can grow, he has violated the prohibition of planting

(Zorei'a) regardless of whether or not the seed
germinates.

6) From the Pishon River (Targum Yonoson 35:27).

7) They erected one there (Ba'al Haturim 40:18).

8) The Ramban (38:8) explains that Moshe accepted the
71121 NY2Y because they were mixed together with all
of the other donations to the Mishkan. However, the

NIRDIXT NIRIM were to be used alone to fashion the
Kiyor, and therefore, Moshe rejected them at first
because he felt that they had been used to incite the
Yeitzer Hora.

9) Various precious stones fell with the Mon and Bnei
Yisroel brought them with their donations to the
Mishkan (Yoma 75a).

10) Over the course of two mornings (Tanchuma Yoshon,
Teruma 3).

11) Since the Jewish women refused to give their jewelry
to the men for the Eigel, Rosh Chodesh was taken from
the men and given to the women to be considered their
Yom Tov (see Tur O.C. 417; Da'as Zekeinim, Shmos
35:22).

12) One thousand (Yerushalmi Shekalim 4:3).

13) Parshas Mishkan Sheini (Yerushalmi Brachos 4:3).

14) The Tur (O.C. 295) writes that it is a Mizmor of Bracha
that Moshe blessed Bnei Yisroel with when they
completed the Mishkan. Therefore, at the beginning of
the week, we ask Hashem to bless the undertakings of
our hands.
