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(M:2) ”07°¥2 DRI IV DR DPwm”

“And you shall give the congregation to drink, and
their animals.”

According to the Gemara, one must feed his animals
before he eats, since the Torah says: “And I shall give grass
in your field to your animals” and only then “you shall eat
and be satisfied.” (Brachos 40a).

Does the same rule apply to drinking - that one must
give his animals before he himself drinks?

The Sefer Chasidim deduces from the fact that
Hashem said, “and you shall give the congregation to
drink” first, and then, “their animals™, that in regard to
drinking, people take precedence.

(R:X2) 722w 1371 2w HXIW2 anv”

“And he [Amaleik disguised as Kenaan] fought
against Israel, and he captured from among him captives.”

Isn't the wording of the Posuk ~7>aw 11mn aw»” - “And
he captured from among him captives” redundant; it could
have just stated “And he captured from him,” and we would
know that those captured became captives?

Hagaon Reb Yehonoson Eibeschitz, Z'T'L", explained
that Chazal say that the only truly free man is one who is
occupied with Torah; all others are subservient to their evil
inclinations (Avos 6:3). Rashi in Parshas Ki Seitzei (25:18)
says that Amaleik was able to attack only those among
Bnei Yisroel who were weakened by their Aveiros. This
being the case, our Posuk can be explained in the following
manner: “And he captured from among them” - Shevi -
those who were already captives to their evil desires.

(19:23) 77723 Y3IX X2 DINRT”

Balak said to Bilam: “Do you think that I will not be
able to honor you?”

Rashi notes that Balak unknowingly prophesied that
Bilam would leave in shame, not having accomplished his
mission.

How do we see this from the words of Balak?

The Dubner Maggid, Z'T'L', explained with a parable:
A doctor once visited a sick person, and before he
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prescribed any treatment he demanded to be paid. The one
who had summoned the doctor said: You are frightening
the patient - he thinks that you are insisting on advance
payment because you are afraid that he will not survive. If
the prognosis would be favorable you would be able to bill
him after he recovers.

Similarly, Balak said to Bilam: Why do you refrain
from coming with my messengers even before you have
received your payment; don't you trust that I will honor and
reward you handsomely after you successfully carry out
your mission? Perhaps it is because you are doubtful if you
will be successful ...

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L’Ma’aseh)

Hagaon Rav Moshe Feinstein, ZT'L', writes in Igros
Moshe (Yoreh Deah 1V:61, 16) that the prohibition of
Amein Yesoma applies to Kaddish as well as to Brachos.
Therefore, one should not answer "Amein" in Kaddish
unless he knows which part of Kaddish is being said.
Additionally, one may not answer Amein more than a few
seconds (Toch K'dei Dibbur) of when the one reciting
Kaddish said "V'imru Amein".

Also, see Mishna Berura (56:9, 109:4).

ANSWERS

1) The minimum age for a Para Aduma is three years [i.e.
once it enters its third year]. There is no maximum age
(Chachomim in Parah 1:1).

2) A Mumar L'Avoda Zoro is Matemai B'Ohel like a
Yisroel (Rama, Yoreh Deah 372:2).

3) The reasons behind the Mitzva of Parah Aduma were
revealed only to Moshe Rabbeinu (Bamidbar Rabba
19:6).

4) According to the Midrash (Bamidbar Rabba 19:26) in
the wilderness the tribes were separated by rivers
which flowed from the well of Miryam. People
travelled between tribes by boat.

5) In Mara (see Rashi on Shmos 15:25).

6) Hadar, the husband of Meheitavel (see Bereishis
36:39, Yalkut Ma’or Ha’afeila).

7) According to the Midrash (Bemidbar Rabba 19:30),
they were the Moshlim (21:27).

8) The rock that he had previously hit at Choreiv which
was the well of Miryam (Ramban 20:8, in the name of
Pirkei D'Rebbi Eliezer).

9) Either that Aharon had died and the Anonei Hakavod
had left (Midrash, cited by Rashi, 21:1), or that the
Meraglim had died (Yalkut Shimoni, 728).

10) Bilam's hometown of Pesor is known as Padan in Sefer

Bereishis (Targum Yonoson, Bamidbar 22:5).

11) A male Moavite may convert, but may never marry
into the congregation of lIsrael (see Rambam, Hil.
Isurei Bi'ah 12:18; Even Ho'ezer 4:20).

12) Bilam attempted to curse Bnei Yisroel in their fortieth
year in the wilderness (Seder Olam Rabba 9).

13) According to the Targum Yonoson (Bamidbar 22:24),
the wall into which the donkey pressed Bilam's leg was
the Gal'eid that Yaakov and Lovon erected.

14) After plunging the spear into Zimri and Kozbi, Pinchas
lifted them both up while they were still impaled on
the spear (Bamidbar Rabba 20:25).

15) According to the Midrash Tanchuma (Balak 2), Balak
hated Bnei Yisroel more than any of their other
enemies. However, another Midrash (Bemidbar Rabba
20:9) states that Bilam hated Bnei Yisroel even more
than Balak.

16) Sichon hired Bilam to curse Moav before waging war
against them (Tanchuma, Balak, 4).

17) Chazal (Sanhedrin 90a, 105a) deduce from the words,
“May my soul die the death of the righteous and my
end will be like his” - that if Bilam would have died a
natural death he might have had a share in Olam Haba.
However, since he was killed, this indicated that he
had no share in Olam Haba [“Behold I am going to my
people ...”].

18) According to an opinion cited in the Tosafos
Hashaleim (Shmos p. 14), Bilam was Kemu'el ben
Nochor.

19) Ba'al Pe'or (Bemidbar Rabba 20:18, Rokei'ach).

20) According to the Targum Yonoson (25:8) - twelve.
