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(3:119) 770 A% arh onw”

“... two on each day, as a burnt offering, constantly.”

There are some people who study with great diligence
and for extended periods of time only when the inspiration
strikes them, which may be very infrequently. A Godol
said that the true measure of Hasmada - diligence - is not
based merely on ability or on time spent learning, but more
importantly on consistency of Torah study - if a person
devotes as much as he can of every day to Limud Hatorah,
he is truly a Masmid. We can derive this from the Korbon
Tomid which was sacrificed only twice a day, but since it
was offered consistently - every single day - it was called
the Korbon Tomid - the “constant sacrifice”.

In a similar vein, the Chofetz Chaim said that a
Lamdan is not someone who has the ability to learn, any
more than a Gazlan is someone who knows how to rob.
Just as a person is considered a Gazlan only if he actually
steals, so too, Le'havdil, a person can be considered a
Lamdan only if he actually studies Torah.

The Netziv of Volozhin, Z'T'L', defined a Masmid as
someone who learns when he is supposed to learn, eats
when he is supposed to eat, sleeps when he is supposed to
sleep, and relaxes, when he is supposed to relax. If a person
mixes up these times he cannot find success in his learning.

“And let the congregation of Hashem not be like sheep
without a shepherd for them.”

Why did Moshe emphasize the words, “for them”?

Hagaon Rav Zalman Sorotzkin, Z'T'L', pointed out that
Moshe was certain that Bnei Yisroel would never be
lacking leaders. However, he knew that there are people
who wish to become leaders to satisfy their own egos and
lust for fame and power. Such people are not shepherds of
the people, but rather, individuals who look out for their
own best interests. It was for this reason that Moshe asked
Hashem to appoint a successor who would put the interests
and needs of the people first, so that Bnei Yisroel would
not be like a flock which has no shepherd looking out for
its benefit.
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“Take Yehoshua bin Nun, a man of spirit, and rest your
hand upon him.”

Chazal tell us (Baba Basra 75a): The elders of that
generation said, “The countenance of Moshe is like the sun,
[while] the countenance of Yehoshua is like the moon.
Woe for that embarrassment, woe for that shame.”

Why was it only that the elders of the generation
noticed that Yehoshua was not as great as Moshe
Rabbeinu?

Hagaon Rav Chaim of Volozhin, Z'T'L", explained that
the younger people saw Moshe in his old age and Yehoshua
while he was still a young man, and therefore, they
assumed that when Yehoshua would reach the age of
Moshe, he would grow to be as great as Moshe. Only the
elders who had seen Moshe when he was Yehoshua's age
and saw that even as a young man he was greater than
Yehoshua could lament over the fact that the new leader of
Klal Yisroel was on a lower level than the previous one.

HALACHIC DISCUSSIONS
(not to be relied upon for Halacha L.’Ma’aseh)

The Brisker Rov, Z'T'L', was of the opinion that the
Birkas Ha'orei'ach (the special Yehi Ratzone that the guest
recites for his host) should be said immeidately after the
conclusion of the fourth Bracha (1:7om> “x o%w%). The
reason for this is because the Rambam (Hilchos Brachos
2:7) writes: "In the fourth Bracha .... [the guest] adds the
Bracha for the Ba'al Habayis .... The implication is that the
Birkas Ha'orei'ach ("Yehi Ratzone") is part of the fourth
Bracha.

According to this, if the guest recites”137om> ox 021957,
since he is still in the midle of the fourth Bracha, he should
not answer Amein to any Bracha that he hears until he
concludes the Birkas Ha'orei‘ach. By the same token, if
someone else hears the guest say”imom® “x a%wb”, he
should not answer "Amein" since he has not completed the
fourth Bracha yet (Sefer Notrei Amein, p. 217, in the name
of the Even Ho'azel, Hilchos Brachos 2:7 and Hagaon Rav
Avrohom Yehoshua Soloveitchik, Shlita).

ANSWERS

1) Pinchas did not become defiled when he killed Zimri
and Kozvi because they did not bleed or die until after
he put them down (Bamidbar Rabba 20:25).

2) Ifafather orally bequeaths all of his possessions to one
son, he inherits him. (see Baba Basra 136a, Rambam
Hil. Nachlos 6:2; Choshen Mishpat 281).

3) Women were given Rosh Chodesh as a Yom Tov as a
reward for not contributing jewelry to the Eigel (Tur
Orach Chaim 417). Therefore, in some places, women
have a custom to refrain from work on Rosh Chodesh
(ibid.).

4)  When Pinchas did not go to annul the vow of Yiftach,
he was punished by losing his Ru'ach Hakodesh for

200 years (Koheles Rabba 10:15).

5) Pinchas, who was born a Leivi, became a Kohein after
killing Zimri, and later became the Moshu'ach
Milchomo (see Sota 43a).

6) Pinchas became a Kohein when he killed Zimri (ibid.,
and Zevochim 101b). He became a Kohein Meshu'ach
at the Shemini L'Melu'im (Da'as Zekeinim, Bamidbar
25:13).

7) Bereishis 35:22, Bemidbar 26:1.

8) Because he turned (7o) with zealousness and had
consideration (or) on the honor of Hashem (Midrash
Sechel Tov, Vo’era 6:25).

9) Kozbi’s real name was Shevilna’i (Sanhedrin 82b).

10) Avishu’a (Divrei Hayomim I, 5:30)

11) The grandson and great-grandson of Pinchas (Divrei
Hayomim I, 5:32).

12) Shucham (26:42 - see Midrash Agada).

13) Either "Osa" (Panei'ach Raza, Hadar Zekeinim, on
Bemidbar 26:59), or Adina bas Yovav ben Yakton
(Sefer Hayashar).
